RE: Revisions to Renewal Notice (form 8A)

Please be advised that the form printed on the reverse of the vehicle renewal notice has been revised
to allow for a broader collection of renewal information for three categories of motor vehicles which
require annual certification (see copy attached).  

The revised form will be used when renewal reminder notices are issued to individuals who wish to
renew the registration of their vehicles.  The form now allows for the collection of information
related to the renewal of firefighter, volunteer firefighter and ground search and rescue plates for
individual use.  This revision eliminates the need for additional supporting documentation, (formally
captured by form CER14 or APP 46) if the individual is in possession of the renewal notice form.

If the individual has lost or has not received a renewal notice, then the original forms (CER14 or
APP46), must be filled out to renew vehicle registration with respect to firefighter, volunteer
firefighter and ground search and rescue plates.
