Come to a complete stop at least 10 metres before
a crosswalk.

Wait until pedestrians have completely crossed the
road before proceeding.

Never pass stopped or slowing vehicles at crosswalks.

Courtesy helps create an environment in which
collisions are less likely. Thank drivers who yield
at crosswalks.

On average one pedestrian per day is involved

in a motor vehicle collision in Nova Scotia, three
pedestrians per month are seriously injured and one
per month is killed. Most are struck while crossing
the street.

Drivers must yield to pedestrians in
a crosswalk. It's the law!
