This is to advise that on January 12, 2005, Keltic Petrochemicals Inc., 5151

George Street,  Halifax, Nova Scotia, registered a Petrochemical Plant and

Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG) Facilities for environmental assessment, in

accordance with Part IV of the Environment Act. 

The purpose of the proposed Class II undertaking is to construct and operate a

petrochemical complex supported by a liquefied natural gas importation and

vapourization facility and an electric co-generation plant.  The project will also

include construction of a two lane all-weather highway.
