Sealants are covered once per lifetime on all
first permanent molars with deep grooves. A
sealant is a clear or shaded, thin plastic material
that is placed on chewing surfaces of back teeth
(molars) where decay happens most often.
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Fluoride Treatments are sometimes covered.
Check with the dentist to see if your child
qualifiesfor afluoride treatment paid for

by MSI.
