Administrative and Financial Stability Statement – This section refers to the administrative infrastructure that supports the applicant’s work. To evaluate this aspect, the PAC considers your organization’s financial stability, its planning and allocation of resources, development of a variety of revenue sources, how well the administrative structure supports your artistic objectives, and board-approved long-term artistic and financial objectives and outcomes. If your organization has a deficit of greater than 10 percent, you must include in this statement a strategy to reduce the deficit. 

Because of the reading volume required of the PAC, your submission in response to Part B must be limited to a total of eight pages.
