CWB Administration Costs

May 2006

CWB total administration costs were up in the 2004-05 crop-year by about $2 million dollars. Total
tonnes pooled were also up significantly by about 930,000 tonnes. The unit costs to producers
decreased to $3.61 per tonne, down from $3.69 in 2003-04, and slightly below the five-year average
of $3.77 — which has more than doubled since 1990. The ten-year average cost per tonne to producers
for administration is $3.09 and the 15-year is $2.54.
