1. Section 19 of the Health Services Payment Act Regulations (EC 
453/96) is revoked and the following substituted: 

19. (1) A claim for payment in respect of basic health services rendered 
to an entitled person that contains the information required pursuant to 
section 18 shall be submitted 

(a) if the claim is submitted by the entitled person, within six months 
of the date on which the service was rendered; and 
(b) if the claim is submitted by a participating service provider who 
rendered the service, within three months of the date the service was 
rendered. 

(2) Unless the Minister otherwise determines, no payment may be 
made in respect of a claim that is not submitted within the relevant time 
period set out in subsection (1). 

(3) Except where an entitled person is charged for a basic health 
service and submits a claim in respect thereof pursuant to section 11 of 
the Act or section 24 of these regulations, payment for the basic health 
service shall be made to the participating service provider in accordance 
with these regulations. 

2. The regulations are amended by the addition of the following: 

MISCELLANEOUS 

39. (1) The Minister may disclose information obtained in the 
administration of the Act 

(a) in connection with the administration of the Workers 
Compensation Act R.S.P.E.I. 1988, Cap. W-7.1; and

which are taken home by the out-patient; 

2. The regulations are amended by the addition of the following:

27. (1) The Minister may disclose information obtained in the
