There are numerous sources of funding and resources for environmental projects available, but finding
them can be time consuming and frustrating. This guide is designed to facilitate this process. It includes
information on programs and organizations that provide assistance in the form of funding, labor cost
contributions or in-kind donations to community groups undertaking environmental projects. Some of the
programs also fund community health initiatives.

This guide is updated annually and we are pleased to inform you that this edition contains
programs/organizations not listed previously. As programs come and go, please contact us should you be
aware of a source of assistance not listed in our guide.

The information in this guide is organized by:

* Program Name; and

» Type of Sponsor: federal government, provincial government(s), private sector, non-profit sector,
foundations.

A brief, one-page information summary on each program/organization is provided in alphabetical order.
Unless otherwise specified, it should be assumed that the program is applicable across Canada. The
information, although not comprehensive, offers a general overview of each source of assistance. We
update this guide each year but program specifications and requirements often change. You should
always contact the program sponsor before applying for funding to verify that the information that you have
is up-to-date and double-check important details such as deadlines. You will also want to get in touch with
the sponsor to ensure that you have all the information you need to submit a successful application.

BEFORE YOU GO KNOCK ON DOORS FOR FUNDING

You identified an environmental problem that you would like to solve. Working with a group of individuals,
you studied every facet of the problem and considered several solutions. A number of questions came up
(What are the targeted objectives? What are the phases that lie ahead and the schedule to be followed?
How much will all this cost? Who will have to play a role? What licenses, permits and/or authorizations are
required? Is the project technically and financially feasible? What will be its environmental
repercussions?). Having answered these questions, you are ready to act: you have a project.

First of all, paint a good portrait of your own organization and identify its assets: its objectives; its usual
areas of activity; its influence; the beneficiaries of its activities; and the members of your project
implementation team. An examination of your project in the light of the resources at your disposal
within your organization will make it easier for you to identify what type of assistance you require.

After completing the preliminary resource needs identification, prepare a list of potential partners.
Assistance can take the form of money, human resources (paid or volunteer), in- kind donations in the
form of space, equipment, and professional services. The list is a long one. You can judge for
yourself:

your organization: its members, volunteers and workers; take advantage of their time and skills, and of
the funding activities which they may organize (benefit nights, raffles, sales, etc.);

local social agencies and recreational associations (service clubs, guides and scouts, hunting
associations, fishing associations, riparian residents’ associations, committees) sometimes have
objectives that intersect with yours, and your project could be of interest to them;

municipalities (elected officials, employees, regional counties and various committees) can be a
source of funding, as well as technical expertise, administrative support, and the loan of equipment
and space. Some municipalities receive financial assistance for environmental projects whose delivery
they assign either in whole or in part to local organizations;

local and regional businesses are also potential partners that can share their knowledge with you and
give you discounts, if they see any benefit to it. Some chambers of commerce provide management
consulting services and certain large companies have sponsorship budgets;

the media may agree to help you in your communication activities, either by producing reports and
articles or by offering you discount prices on information dissemination;

professional or union associations may wish to participate in your project;

academic institutions (schools, colleges, universities, school boards, students, teachers and unions)
are an important source of assistance: student internships and research work, as well as the loan of
personnel, space and equipment should be examined;

the residents of your locality, once they are aware of your project, may be a source of considerable
project support;

financial institutions interested in helping to improve their environment distribute financial or technical
assistance locally;

potential revenues from the project (sale of recyclable materials, compost, documents, etc.);

federal and provincial governments programs;

grants from organizations in the private sector and from non-profit organizations.

Check to ensure that your project’s objectives are compatible with those of the selected programs and
organizations. Each organization has its own specific areas of interest, territory, eligibility criteria and
mode of operation. It will be necessary for you to take appropriate steps to obtain relevant information.
Most have leaflets and forms; some can only be reached by mail, while others can be contacted in
person.

Once you have gathered all of your information and have selected a number of sources from which
you hope to receive a positive response, develop your strategy so as to maximize your chance of
success and avoid wasting time. Draft a document reflecting the seriousness of your project and
demonstrating your organization’s ability to see it through to completion. Test your project by meeting
with officials of several organizations in order to verify their interest, obtain their opinion and revise
your approach if necessary.

You now know on exactly which doors to knock. The first step consists in selling your project in your
community in order to find allies and obtain support from your community. A case that is well
presented improves your chances. Clarity and conciseness are required. If your project is complex,
you may wish to include a one-page summary with your application. Government programs use forms,
but this is less frequent in the case of foundations and community organizations. In most cases, the
following information is required:

description of the organization: charter, history, accomplishments, membership, latest financial
statement;

project: problem to be solved, description of the environment, proposed solutions, location and context
of implementation, targeted objectives, planned works, work plan and schedule, budget, follow-ups,
responsible officials;

communications strategy: target audience, message, planned communication methods;

funding: requested funding, other sponsors and their contributions;

support: letters of support and of confirmation of funding;

miscellaneous: appendices if necessary, including maps, plans and photographs;

charitable registration number: essential for foundations.

terms and conditions: in all cases, stated requirements and closing dates must be respected.

Response time varies from one program to the next, but it is generally at least three months. Have
patience, because these organizations receive numerous applications.

If you receive a positive reply (and a cheque!), send charity donation receipts to those who require
them. In addition, a letter of thanks is always appreciated.

In other cases, particularly when governments are involved, you will have to sign a contribution
agreement before you can start your project and receive allocated funds.

Submit whatever project progress reports are required and draft a final report. All of these formalities
are time-consuming, but they will enable you to keep better control over the conduct of your project
and help you to reach your objectives. It is vital that you complete your project. And who knows...you
may have another project to sell in the near future!



ADDITIONAL TIPS ON APPLYING FOR FUNDING

Do Your Homework

»  Know your donor organization.

«  Know the key contact in the organization.

»  Know the program criteria.

« Always call, if possible, and set up a meeting if you can.

Know What You Are Asking For

e Why are you approaching this particular funder?

»  Are you asking for an in-kind donation, cash or both? How much?

e What are you offering the funder? An opportunity to support their community, a sponsorship opportunity or a
partnership opportunity?

* How can you distinguish yourself? How can you show that you and your project are unique and creative?

Build Relationships

»  Build relationships; start off small.

» Recognize your supporters. Remember to say thank you.
*  Maintain relationships.

Prepare A Strong Proposal

»  Show how the work you do directly benefits the community.

«  Show how the project will live on after you have finished.

» Beconcise, clear and concrete. Have a well throughout proposal.

« Know and include the name and contact information of the current contact person.
* Include a cover letter.

e Make sure there are no typos or other mistakes.

* Do not include a lot of unnecessary information.

»  Follow-up with a phone call; if you did not get funding, ask why?

Keep Current

«  Find out what funding programs are out there. New programs are created every year; others are discontinued.
» Read newspapers; find out about new companies and ideas.

And last but not least — Don’t give up!

Who is the Program Sponsor?

Prince Edward Island Department of Fisheries, Aquaculture and Environment; Environment Canada;
Ducks Unlimited Canada; and Wildlife Habitat Canada. The PEI Small Marsh Program is a part of the
North American Waterfowl Management Plan.

Who is the Program Sponsor?
Quebec Department of the Environment (MENV).

What is the Program About?

To support projects that are consistent with the Department’s priorities which are climate change,
conservation of biological diversity, water management, agricultural pollution and sustainable development

Who Can Apply?

Any private, non-profit organization whose mandate and objectives are consistent with the Department’s
priorities. The organization must have been legally incorporated for at least two years and have its head
office in Quebec.

What Projects can be Funded?

Environmental protection and restoration projects, production of environmental educational materials or
activities that aim at changing behaviours (consumption levels and habits) in favour of sustainable
development.

A non-profit organization (NPO), legally incorporated under Part Il of Quebec’s Companies Act or other
legislation governing NPOs. An organization whose primary mandate as set out in its charter deals with
environmental action or sustainable development. Must have at least 25 individual subscribing members
or three affiliated organizations in at least eight of Quebec’s administrative regions as of the end of the
organization’s last fiscal year. Must have its head office in Quebec.

What Projects can be Funded?

Eligible expenses include the ordinary operating expenditures of an environmental organization: wages,
benefits, fees and contracts, office or equipment rental, travel and accommodations, materials and
supplies, administrative costs, purchase of computers or any other computer equipment, use of an
Internet website, publication of a magazine or newsletter as well as the regular communication activities of
the organization, and other specific recurring operations-related charges identified in the memorandum of
understanding.

What is the Maximum Funding Available?

Available statutory funding will be divided up among the recognized national groups. Maximum statutory
funding (by way of direct subsidy or services) to a recognized organization from any government source is
$90,000 per year. Statutory funding from the Department of the Environment may never exceed $60,000
per year. This funding is granted for a period of two years.

The Woodcock Foundation supports community development especially when there is an opportunity to
improve the educational, economic and environmental circumstances of communities in need.

What Projects can be Funded?

What is the Maximum Funding Available?

The foundation approves $2 million US in grants per annum. Grants vary in amount from $75,000 US to
$300,000 US. The Foundation has a history of funding over more than a year, but no more than three
years.

What is the Deadline for Applying?

Foundation meets in March, June, October, December, but the date varies. Application should be in no
later than three weeks prior to next meeting. Call to inquire as to the exact schedule for the year.

The Endangered Species Recovery Fund gives grants to researchers and conservation advocates
carrying out research, education and public outreach activities that will help ensure recovery of Canadian
species at risk.

Applied species research with educational and/or public outreach components.
What is the Maximum Funding Available?

Up to $25,000.

What is the Deadline for Applying?

January of each year.

Who is the Program Sponsor?
Prince Edward Island Department of Fisheries, Aquaculture and Environment.

What is the Program About?

The Program is designed to make real contributions to the environment by training senior high school and
university students about the importance of environmental protection and enhancement. Students are
assigned to a team to do short-term environmental projects in their region. Generally, the work week is
divided into four project work days and one day for educational activities.

Who Can Apply?
Environmental organizations, municipalities, and provincial government agencies on PEI.

What Projects can be Funded?

Projects that provide environmental benefits to the community and offer a good educational and work
experience to young environmentalists are funded. Examples include: enhancement of fish and wildlife
habitat; soil erosion control; protecting and enhancing natural areas; solid waste management (park,
beach or roadside clean-up); and environmental awareness and educational activities (how to recycle,
compost etc.)

What is the Maximum Funding Available?
Groups apply for student labour resources, not funding.

What is the Deadline for Applying?
Mid to late June, annually.

Who is the Program Sponsor?

Human Resources Development Canada (HRDC).

What is the Program About?

To provide funding to employers who create constructive working experiences for unemployed or
underemployed individuals less than 30 years of age. Internships enable young Canadians to acquire work
experience on the labour market in key sectors such as science and technology, and international trade
and development. This initiative also responds to the needs of First Nations and Inuit youth.

Who Can Apply?

Businesses, organizations (including employer, professional and labour associations and non-profit
organizations), public health and educational institutions, band/tribal councils and municipal governments.
What Projects can be Funded?

Activities must address local community needs, enable interns to acquire relevant skills and experience,
and provide long-term employment opportunities.

What is the Maximum Funding Available?

The maximum amount of funding is between $10,000 and $15,000 per eligible participant. Agreements
are normally for a period of 52 weeks.

What is the Deadline for Applying?

None.

Who is the Program Sponsor?
Human Resources Development Canada (HRDC).

What is the Program About?

The primary focus of the YSC program is to provide funding to organizations that create community
service projects for youth, aged 15 up to and including 30 years of age who face greater barriers to
entering the labour market through participation in community service projects. YSC projects challenge
young people to invest their time, energy and expertise in their own communities. Through meaningful
service projects designed and implemented by experienced community-based groups, young people
acquire valuable job and life skills while strengthening their sense of accomplishment and their attachment
to their community.

Who Can Apply?

Businesses, organizations, public health and individuals, educational institutions, band/tribal councils,
municipal governments and eligible federal and comparable provincial Crown Corporations.

What Projects can be Funded?
There are three broad areas for project development:
e Community Development and Learning: includes projects in the area of education; science and

technology; arts and culture; health care; child care; community safety and crime prevention; and
urban and social services.

e Sustainable Development/Environment: includes projects in environmental and conservation work
such as reforestation, control of land erosion/pollution, and recycling;

* Tulu (Finding the Path that You Work On): includes projects to enhance positive attitudes, self-
esteem, self-reliance, responsibility, and leadership.

What is the Maximum Funding Available?
The program may provide up to $10,000 per participant (youth worker), per year.

What is the Deadline for Applying?

There are no deadlines. Interested groups should contact their nearest Human Resources Centre for
more information on how to apply.
