Combined Pensions

Persons receiving a survivor’ s pension may
a so be entitled to aretirement or disability
pension based on their own CPP
contributions. In these cases, the surviving
spouse receives a combined
survivor/retirement pension or a
survivor/disability pension. These pensions
areincluded in their respective category, as
well asin the “Combined” category.

International Agreement

An agreement by which two countries agree
to provide equal treatment to the residents of
both countries under each country’slawson
social security.

TABLE 4
