Still, October’s
vacancy rate was the lowest since 1996 when the vacancy
rate registered at 3.6 per cent.

The vacancy rate decreased for both one and
two-bedroom units, the only two suites with sample sizes
sufficient to allow reporting. The one-bedroom rate fell
more than four percentage points and the two-bedroom
rate one point.

Persistently low mortgage rates has kept home ownership
as a very affordable tenure choice for Pembroke
households.
