Deposits
I would like to make a deposit for the 2000 stabilization year but have

not received my 2000 DWON (Deposit/Withdrawal Options Notice). Is it
possible to make a deposit before I receive my DWON?

Once you have submitted your NISA application for the 2000 stabilization year, you can
make a deposit to your NISA account. Your deposit starts earning interest on the date it is cred-
ited to your account.  The matching government contributions will be credited to your Fund 2 on
the date the application is received or the date of your deposit, whichever is later.  Please
remember to make your deposit at the financial institution where you have your NISA account set
up.  NISA does not accept deposits.  Any cheques sent directly to NISA will be returned to you.

Withdrawals
Q: I would like to request funds in addition to my withdrawal entitlement.
Is this possible?

           Yes, the Interim Withdrawal feature allows you to receive your withdrawal entitlement for
the following stabilization year.  The deadline to request a withdrawal for the 2001 stabilization
(tax) year for individuals is March 1, 2002.  For corporations with a non-calendar fiscal year
end, the deadline is March 1, 2003.  Interim Withdrawal applications are available upon
request.
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
