The monthly Survey of Employment, Payrolls and Hours

(SEPH) is designed to provide monthly estimates to measure
levels and month-to-month trends of payroll employment paid
hours and earnings. The data are compiled at detailed
industrial levels for Canada, provinces and territories.

Methodology

Target population

The target population is composed of all employers in
Canada, except those primarily involved in agriculture, fishing
and trapping, private household services, religious
organisations and military personnel of defence services.
SEPH draws its samples from the Business Register (BR)
maintained by the Business Register Division of Statistics
Canada and from a list of all businesses registered in Canada
Customs and Revenue Agency’s Business Number program
with one or more active payroll deduction accounts.

The Business Register is a list of all businesses in Canada
and is updated each month using data from various surveys,
business profiling and administrative data. The Business
number is a unique identifier assigned by Canada Customs
and Revenue Agency to business participating in one or more
of the following programs: Payroll Deduction, Goods and
Services Tax, Importer and Exporter Tax and Corporation
Tax. The payroll deduction source includes all employers with
remittances for employee income taxes, CPP/QPP and
Employment Insurance contributions.

Le Numéro d'entreprise
est un identificateur unique assigné par I’Agence des douanes et du
revenu du Canada aux entreprises participant a un ou plus des
programmes suivants: le programme des retenues sur la paye, la
taxe sur les biens et les services, la taxe auprés des importateurs et
des exportateurs et I'impdt auprés des sociétés.

The statistics contained in this publication are based
on:

® census of administrative records for all employers’
establishments that are in-scope for the survey and are
present on the Business Register 2. The monthly payroll
and employment estimates are derived from the
administrative source.

® a sample survey “Business Payrolls Survey (BPS)” is
conducted monthly to collect data by a CATI (Computer
Assisted Telephone Interviews) collection system to
estimate SEPH variables not available on administrative
records. The estimates derived from the administrative
source are combined with the results of the BPS to
produce estimates for the full range of SEPH variables.

The administrative data come from 2 questions that were
added to the Canada Customs and Revenue Agency’s
remittance form (PD7). Note that employers who remit less
than $15,000 monthly in income tax withholdings,
Canada/Quebec Pension Plan contributions and Employment
Insurance premiums need to remit only once a month while
all others are required to remit twice or more monthly. In
addition, beginning with October 1997, employers remitting
a total of $12,000 or less per year are allowed to send their
payroll deductionsto Canada Customs and Revenue Agency
on a quarterly basis.

The total payroll and employment estimates are obtained from
Administrative records. The Business Payrolls Survey (BPS)
is conducted monthly to collect data that is utilized in the
calculation of ratios and regression coefficients needed to
estimate data not reported on the administrative records.
Combining different sources, BPS and Administrative Survey
results in the full range of SEPH variables.

TERMS AND DEFINITIONS

Enterprise: An enterprise is any business or institution
whether incorporated or not; it comprises sole proprietorships,
partnerships, companies and other forms of organizations. An
enterprise is considered to be simple if all its establishments
operate in the same province/industry classification;
otherwise, an enterprise is classified as complex.

Establishment: For statistical purposes it is the smallest
entity capable of reporting statistics of economic production,
typically a factory, a mine, a store or a similar unit. Industry
classifications: the North American Industrial Classification
System (NAICS) is based on the supply side or on production
oriented principles. Each establishment is assigned an
industry code according to the NAICS. A description of the
various industries and groups of industries is contained in the
“ North American Industrial Classification System “ manual,
Catalogue #12-501XPE and 12-501-XPF. For analytical
purposes, we have created special groupings that are not part
of the NAICS classification.

TERMES ET DEFINITIONS

Entreprise : Toute entreprise commerciale ou institution, constituée
ou non en société; il peut s'agir d’'une entreprise a propriétaire
unique, d’'une association, d’'une société ou d'une autre forme
d’'organisation.

Etablissement : A des fins statistiques, I'établissement est la plus
petite unité pouvant fournir des données sur la production
économique, telle: une usine, une mine, un magasin ou une unité.

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Special industry groupings based on NAICS:

a) Industrial aggregate (00-91N) represents the sum of all
the industries included in the survey. Since March 1994,
the employment estimates for the industrial aggregate
include the unclassified businesses (0000).

b) Unclassified businesses (0000) represents the
businesses that have not yet been classified to a NAICS,
a province or to a territory. The employment estimates for
industrial aggregate includes the unclassified businesses.

c) Goods-producing industries (11-33N) comprise forestry,
mining, utilities, construction and manufacturing.

d) Service-producing industries (41-91N) consists of trade,
transportation and warehousing, information and cultural
industries,finance and insurance, real estate and rental
and leasing, professional, scientific and technical
services, management of companies and enterprises,
administrative and support, waste management and
remediation services, educational services, health care
and social assistance, arts, entertainment and recreation,
public administration (except for military personnel and
other government services) and other services (except
religious organizations and private households).

e) Durable goods manufacturing (321N) includes wood
products manufacturing (321), non-metallic mineral
products manufacturing (327), primary metal
manufacturing (331), fabricated metal products
manufacturing (332), machinery manufacturing (333),
computer and electronic products manufacturing (334),
electrical equipment, appliances and components
manufacturing (335), transportation equipment
manufacturing (336) and furniture and related products
manufacturing (337).

f)  Non-durable goods manufacturing (311N) is the sum of
food manufacturing (311), beverage and tobacco
products manufacturing (312), textiles mills (313), textile
products mills (314), Clothing manufacturing (315),
leather and applied products manufacturing (316), paper
manufacturing (322), printing and related support
activities (323), petroleum and coal products
manufacturing (324), chemical manufacturing (325),
plastics and rubber products manufacturing (326) and
miscellaneous manufacturing (339).

g) Education special aggregation (611N) includes
elementary and secondary schools (6111), community
college and CEGEP(s), universities (6113), business
schools and computer management training (6114) and
technical and trade schools (6115).

h) Public Administration (91) contains only the
establishments engaged in activities that are
governmental in character and those serving as internal
service agencies of the public service. Government

h) Administration publique (91) comprend seulement les
établissements dont les activitéts ont un caractére
essentiellement gouvernemental et les organismes auxiliaires
assurant les services internes de I'Etat.

assigned to other industries are classified in those
industries along with similar establishments owned by
non-government bodies. Therefore, data included in this
industry division do not represent the actual number of
persons employed by government at any level.

Geographic classification: Reporting units are assigned to
a province or territory. The statistics contained in this report
are based on the 1996 version of the Standard Geographic
Classification.

Paid absence: Paid absence includes, statutory holidays paid
holidays, sick leave including industrial injury and personal
leave such as bereavement leave, jury duty, etc.

Standard workweek: The hours in the standard workweek
constitute the average number of hours of work normally
scheduled in a workweek.

Variables
Employee:

The employment is derived from administrative records.
Since the data for the different employee categories are not
reported on the administrative records, the BPS survey is
conducted to estimate ratios needed to calculate those
variables.

The survey determines an employee as being any person
drawing pay for services rendered or for paid absences and
for whom the employer must complete a Canada Customs
and Revenue Agency T-4 Supplementary Form.

The employee conceptincludes full-time employees, part-time
employees (those who regularly work fewer hours than the
standard work week of the establishment). It also comprises
working owners, directors, partners and other officers of
incorporated businesses.

The employee concept excludes owners or partners of
unincorporated businesses, the self-employed, unpaid family
workers, persons working outside Canada, military personnel
and casual workers for whom a T-4 is not required. It also
excludes those who did not receive any pay from the
employer for the entire survey reference period (e.g. persons
on strike, persons on unpaid holidays, persons receiving
remuneration from an insurance, Workmens' compensation or
other related fund, etc.). However, employees paid for part of
the reference period and unemployed or on strike for the rest
of this period are included in the survey.

The employees are classified into the
following categories:

a) Employees paid by the hour: any employee whose
basic wage is expressed as an hourly rate.

For Elementary and Secondary schools (6111),
Community colleges and CEGEP(s) (6112), Universities

services (janitor, bus driver etc).

b) *Salaried employees (paid a fixed salary) : any
employee whose basic remuneration is a fixed amount
for at least one week.

For Elementary and Secondary schools (6111),
Community colleges and CEGEP(s) (6112), Universities
(6113), Business schools and Computer management
training (6114) and Technical and Trade schools (6115)
industries, this category of employment represents
Teaching Staff: those classified as teachers, instructors
or academics in the payroll records (e.g. principal,
professor, dean, head of department, master, teacher,
etc.) whether they teach during the day or evening.
Supply or substitute teachers are excluded.

c) *Other employees: those employees whose basic
remuneration is in the form of commissions, piece rates,
mileage allowances, etc. Although this variable is not
included in this document, the data remains available.

For Elementary and Secondary schools (6111),
Community colleges and CEGEP(s) (6112), Universities
(6113), Business schools and Computer management
training (6114) and Technical and Trade schools (6115)
industries, this category of employment represents
Supply or Substitute Teachers: teachers who are
called in to teach whenever their services are needed
either to augment the existing staff or as a short-term
replacement for a full-time or part-time teacher.

Weekly Payrolls: Weekly payrolls are defined as the portion
of gross monthly payrolls that reflect work performed during
the reference week. It represents the gross dollar value
before deductions for income taxes, employment insurance
contributions etc.., including regular pay, overtime and a
portion of bonuses, commissions and other type of special
payments. The payroll concept excludes dollar amounts that
are taxable allowances and benefits, certain types of non-
wage compensation as well as employer contributions to
employment insurance, Canada/Quebec pension plans,
provincial medical plans, workers compensation and other
welfare plans. Some annual special payments are excluded
while other lump sum special payments are adjusted to
coincide with the reference week period. The gross monthly
payrolls are derived from Administrative records.

Average weekly earnings for all employees: Average
weekly earnings are derived by dividing total weekly
payrolls by the payroll employment.

Employment, earnings and hours

Average weekly earnings for all employees were
$661.38 in June, virtually unchanged from May. On a
year-over-year basis, average weekly earnings were
up 1.3%.

Average hourly earnings for hourly paid employees
were $16.73 in June, up 6 cents from May. Average
hourly earnings were up 1.4% since June 2000.
Average weekly hours for hourly paid employees were
down 0.2 hours to 31.3. A decrease in paid overtime
accounted for about half of the drop in average hours

Average weekly earnings for both goods- and
service-producing sectors were virtually unchanged in
June from May. By industry, the strongest earnings
growth compared with June 2000 was in
accommodation and food services, due mostly to
increases in hourly pay rates for hourly employees.
Compared with June 2000, earnings declined in the
construction and management of companies and
enterprises sectors. The decline in earnings in
construction was noted mostly in the salaried and
other employees categories.

The June, the number of employees on payrolls
decreased 10,800. However, this decrease is partly
the result of the reduction of 36,000 temporary census
employees in public administration. Most provinces
recorded small employment losses. B

Emploi, rémunération et heures de travail

En ce qui a trait aux secteurs, c'est dans les
services d'hébergement et de la restauration qu'ont eu lieu
les plus fortes croissances de la rémunération en juin 2001
par rapport a juin 2000, en raison surtout de hausses des
taux de rémunération horaire des salariés rémunérés a
I'heure. Durantla méme période, larémunération moyenne
a été en baisse dans les secteurs de la construction et de
la gestion de sociétés et d'entreprises. Dans la
construction, la baisse a surtout eu lieu dans les catégories
d'emploi des salariés a traitement fixe et autres employés

de la construction.
