However,
at the time of the March 29, 2001 release,
SEPH will make available NAICS based
historical series from January 1991 to
December 2000.  The historical series will
also reflect the levels of employment and
earnings derived from the administrative
records resulting from the implementation
of the third phase of the survey redesign in
May 1998.  In addition, seasonal factors will
be revised, thus improving the historical
consistency of seasonally adjusted
estimates.

Survey Overview Aperçu de l'enquête

Note to readers
The Labour Statistics Division completed the incorporation of
administrative records in the production of employment,
earnings and hours estimates (SEPH) in May 1998 (third
phase of the re-design). As a result of this change in
methodology, estimates derived from administrative records
may show a different pattern than the previous data, which
may affect the historical comparability of employment and
earnings series. 

Beginning with the January 2001 data, SEPH estimates will
be based on the North American Industry Classification
System (NAICS) instead of the 1980 Standard Industrial
Classification. At the same time, the historical series will be
revised to reflect the new phase three levels of employment
and earnings derived from administrative records on a NAICS
basis. In addition, seasonal factors will be revised, thus
improving the historical consistency of seasonally adjusted
estimates.

Combining different sources, BPS and Administrative Survey
results in the full range of SEPH variables.

Industry classification: On the basis of its principal activity,
each establishment is assigned an industry code according
to the 1980 Standard Industrial Classification.  A description
of the various industries and groups of industries is contained
in the "Standard Industrial Classification Manual", Catalogue
12-501.  In the tables of this publication, a column is identified
"S.I.C. Code" and corresponds to that manual.  SEPH has
281 industry groups in scope.  For analytical purposes,
special groupings which are not part of the Standard
Industrial Classification, have been created.
