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The System of National Accounts

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since
the close of the Second World War in a series of publications
relating to their constituent parts. These have now reached a
stage of evolution where they can be termed a “System of
National Accounts”. For purposes of identification, all
publications (containing tables of statistics, descriptions of
conceptual frameworks and descriptions of sources and
methods) which make up this System carry the term “System of
National Accounts” as a general title.

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13)
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be
referred to with the title “National Accounts” (National Accounts,
Income and Expenditure). The Balance of International
Payments data (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67) are also part of
the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the
Income and Expenditure Accounts.

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods
and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of the
System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos.
carrying the prefix 15 also provide measures of the contribution
of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product at factor cost
as well as Productivity Measures.

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross
Domestic Product by Industry use the establishment as the
primary unit of industrial production. Measures of financial
transactions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 13). Types of lenders and financial
instruments are the primary detail in these statistics and the
legal entity is the main unit of classification of transactors.
Balance sheets of outstanding assets and liabilities are
published annually.

The System of National Accounts provides an overall
conceptually integrated framework in which the various parts
can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present,
direct comparisons amongst those parts which use the
establishment as the basic unit and those which use the legal
entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research on
enterprise company establishment relationships; it may
eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on one
basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis).

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts
bears a close relationship to the international standard as
described in System of National Accounts, 1993, a joint
publication of the Commission of the European Communities,
International Monetary Fund, Organization for Economic Co-
operation and Development, United Nations and World Bank.

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale

description du cadre théorique et I'explication des sources et des
méthodes) portent le titre général de “Systéme de comptabilité
nationale”.

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en plusieurs
catégories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des
revenus et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le
numéro de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitué le premier
ensemble de statistiques a étre connu sous le titre de “Comptes
nationaux” (Comptes nationaux, revenus et dépenses). Les données
sur la balance canadienne des paiements internationaux (numéro de
catalogue commengant par 67) font également partie du systéme de
comptabilité nationale; elles ont méme existé avant les comptes des
revenus et dépenses.

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d’industries et de biens et
services figure dans les tableaux d’entrées-sorties du systéme (numéro
de catalogue commengant par 15). Les publications dont le numéro de
catalogue commence par 15 comprennent aussi les mesures de
I'apport de chaque branche d'activité au total du produit intérieur brut
au cot des facteurs ainsi que les mesures de productivité.

L'établissement est I'unité primaire de production industrielle tant dans
les tableaux d’entrées-sorties que dans les estimations du produit
intérieur brut par activité économique. Les comptes de flux financiers
(publications dont le numéro de catalogue commence par 13) mesurent
les opérations financiéres. Les catégories de préteurs et d’'instruments
financiers forment les éléments de base de ces statistiques et I'entité
juridigue est le point de départ du classement des agents
économiques. Les comptes du bilan des actifs et passifs en cours sont
disponibles annuellement.

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble
conceptuellement intégré dans lequel les diverses catégories de
comptes peuvent étre considérées comme des sous-systemes
étroitement liés entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement, on ne
peut faire de comparaison directe entre les éléments basés sur
I’établissement et ceux qui sont basés sur I'entité juridique que lorsque
les données sont groupées dans des catégories tres générales.
Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses recherches sur les relations
entre I'entreprise, la société et I'établissement. |l sera peut-étre possible
un jour de reclasser les données établies sur une certaine base
(I'établissement par exemple) de maniéere a les faire correspondre aux
données établies sur une autre base (société ou entreprise).

Second quarter 2001

Real gross domestic product (GDP) edged up
0.1% in the second quarter, slowing from the 0.5%
increase in the first quarter. This was the slowest
rate of growth in the GDP since the third quarter of
1995. GDP growth has averaged 0.5% over the
past four quarters, after averaging 1.2% over the
preceding four quarters.

In tandem with slower growth in incomes,
consumer spending on goods and services and
investment in housing increased only marginally,
slowing from the previous quarter.

Business investment rose 0.7%, but businesses
continued to reduce their expenditures on
computers and other related equipment. After
falling in the first quarter, business investment in
inventories resumed, but at lower levels than
before. Exports declined for the third consecutive
quarter. Corporation profits, stated on a nominal
basis, fell 1.6%, the first fall in three years.

Faits saillants

Deuxiéme trimestre de 2001

Le produit intérieur brut (PIB) réel a augmenté de 0,1 %
au deuxieme trimestre. Il s'agit d'une décélération par
rapport a la croissance de 0,5 % enregistrée au premier
trimestre et du taux de croissance le plus lent depuis le
troisieme trimestre de 1995. La croissance trimestrielle
moyenne du PIB des quatre derniers trimestres a été de
0,5 %, alors gu'elle avait été de 1,2 % au cours des
quatre trimestres précédents.

Comme les revenus, les dépenses de consommation en
biens et services et l'investissement en logements ont
peu augmenté, ayant ralenti par rapport au premier
trimestre.

Les entreprises ont accru leurs investissements de
0,7 %, mais elles ont continué de réduire leurs
dépenses en ordinateurs et autre matériel de bureau.
Aprés une contraction au premier trimestre, leur
investissement dans les stocks a repris, mais a un
taux plus modeste qu'avant. Les exportations ont
fléchi pour un troisieme trimestre consécutif. Les
bénéfices des sociétés, quant a eux, ont diminué de
1,6 % en valeur nominale, soit la premiére baisse en
trois ans.

Net government expenditure on goods and
services was up 0.8%, following a similar increase
in the first quarter.

Les dépenses publiques nettes en biens et services ont
progressé de 0,8 %, aprés une hausse comparable au
premier trimestre.
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Housing market stable

Residential  investment  remained  virtually
unchanged in the second quarter, after three
qguarters of strong growth. Residential transfer
costs on the sale of existing homes jumped 6.9%,
the largest increase in the past two years. Unit
sales of existing homes reached a record level.
Construction expenditure on new housing
declined, however, following a strong first quarter.
Housing starts picked up momentum at the end of
the quarter, which will affect investment in the third
quarter.

Consumer spending flat

Consumer spending decelerated to 0.3% growth in
the second quarter. While expenditure on many
commodities showed little change, sales of new
passenger cars showed some strength, rising
3.9%. Manufacturers continued to offer strong
incentives, as in the first quarter. In addition,
clothing and footwear sales grew 2.3%.
Widespread sales, particularly for women's weatr,
boosted expenditures on these commodities. Much
of Canada enjoyed a mild spring, and expenditures
on natural gas and other fuels dropped during the
second quarter. Gasoline purchases were reduced
reflecting higher prices during the quarter.
Transportation expenditures fell 1.8% as a result of
a transit strike in British Columbia and weakness in
air transportation.

Personal disposable income edged down (in
nominal terms), the first quarterly decline since
1996. Incomes were pulled down by a drop in
federal transfers, in the wake of a $1.5 billion
payout for the relief of heating expenses in the first
quarter. Labour income slowed sharply to 0.5%
growth, following a two-year period of increases
averaging more than 1.0%.

Business investment increased modestly

Investment by businesses in non-residential
structures and equipment increased moderately,
following three quarters of decline. Business
spending on automobiles jumped 11.3%. Business
investment in software grew 6.1%, continuing a
period of increases of over 3 years. However,

Stabilité du marché du logement

L'investissement résidentiel a pratiquement stagné au
deuxiéme trimestre, aprés trois trimestres de croissance
vigoureuse. Les colts de transfert reliés a la vente de
maisons existantes ont fait un bond de 6,9 %, soit
'augmentation la plus importante des deux derniéres
années. Les ventes de maisons existantes ont atteint un
niveau record. L'investissement dans la construction de
nouvelles maisons a cependant fléchi, aprés un premier
trimestre vigoureux. Les mises en chantier ont pris un
élan a la fin du trimestre, ce qui influera sur
l'investissement au troisieme trimestre.

Stagnation des dépenses de consommation

La croissance des dépenses de consommation a ralenti
au deuxieme trimestre pour s'établir a 0,3 %. Les achats
de nombreux produits ont & peine varié, tandis que celles
de véhicules automobiles neufs ont fortement progressé,
augmentant de 3,9 %. Comme au premier trimestre, les
fabricants ont continué d'offrir des incitatifs importants. De
plus, les ventes de vétements et de chaussures se sont
accrues de 2,3 %. Des soldes généralisés,
particulierement dans les vétements pour femmes, ont
donné un coup de pouce aux ventes de ces biens. Le
printemps a été doux presque partout au Canada, et les
achats de gaz naturel et d'autres combustibles ont
diminué au deuxieme trimestre. La baisse des ventes de
carburants, quant a elle, reflete la montée des prix. Les
dépenses en services de transport ont reculé de 1,8 %,
en raison d'une gréve des transports en commun en
Colombie-Britannique et d'un fléchissement du transport
aérien.

Le revenu personnel disponible (en valeur nominale) a
accusé une premiére baisse trimestrielle depuis 1996.
Les revenus ont été entrainés a la baisse par une chute
des paiements de transfert qui sont retombés au niveau
du quatrieme trimestre de 2000. lls avaient augmenté
considérablement au premier trimestre, grace a
l'allocation fédérale d'assistance visant les frais de
chauffage, qui se chiffrait a 1,5 milliard de dollars. La
croissance du revenu du travail (+0,5 %) a ralenti de fagon
importante, faisant suite & une croissance moyenne de
plus de 1,0 % au cours des deux derniéres années.

Augmentation modeste des investissements des
entreprises

Aprés avoir diminué pendant trois trimestres consécuitifs,
linvestissement des entreprises en ouvrages non
résidentiels et équipement a progressé modestement.
Les achats d'automobiles ont fait un bond de 11,3 %. Les
achats de logiciels, dont la croissance dure depuis plus
de trois ans, ont augmenté de 6,1 %. Par contre,
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business investment in computers and other office
equipment dropped 7.5%, the third quarter of
decline following a series of strong increases.
Investment in industrial machinery declined 2.4%.

Inventory investment resumes

Following a reduction in the first quarter,
businesses invested in inventories, but at a lower
rate than throughout the previous year. Trade
industries reduced levels of inventory, but
manufacturers increased theirs. Retail inventories
of motor vehicles fell $1.9 billion, after stronger
decreases in the previous two quarters. For the
economy as a whole, stocks were virtually the
same as the fourth quarter of 2000.

Exports declined for the third consecutive
quarter

Exports fell 0.8% in the second quarter, following
declines in the previous two quarters, marking the
first occurrence of three consecutive declines since
1991. Machinery and equipment exports dropped
6.0% after falling 4.6% in the previous quarter, the
largest back-to-back decline in 18 vyears.
Telecommunications equipment exports were the
major contributor to this weakness. Partly offsetting
the drop in machinery and equipment exports,
automotive exports jumped 6.9% as sales
rebounded in U.S. markets.

Government spending continued to rise
moderately

Net government expenditure on goods and
services rose 0.8%, following a similar gain in the
first quarter. Government spending on a national
accounts basis has increased modestly each
guarter over the past four years.

All levels of government were in surplus positions
in the second quarter. The combined net lending
by all levels of government exceeded $40 billion on
a seasonally adjusted basis, expressed at annual
rates.

Hausse des mises en stocks

Aprés une réduction au premier trimestre, les entreprises
ont de nouveau accru les stocks, mais a un taux plus
faible que celui observé pendant I'année précédente. Les
industries du commerce ont réduit leurs stocks, tandis
que les fabricants ont augmenté les leurs. Les stocks des
concessionnaires automobiles, qui avaient déja baissé
fortement aux deux trimestres précédents, ont chuté de
1,9 milliard de dollars. Globalement, les stocks se sont
situés a un niveau pratiquement similaire a celui du
quatrieme trimestre de 2000.

Recul des exportations pour un troisieme trimestre
consécutif

Aprés avoir baissé au cours des deux trimestres
précédents, les exportations ont fléchi de 0,8 %. Cette
série de trois baisses trimestrielles consécutives est la
premiére a s'étre produite depuis 1991. Les exportations
de machines et matériel ont chuté de 6,0 %, aprés un
recul de 4,6 % observé au premier trimestre. Il s'agit la
des deux baisses consécutives les plus importantes en
18 ans. La chute des exportations de matériel de
télécommunications a été la principale cause de cette
faiblesse. En revanche, les exportations d'automobiles
ont fait un bond de 6,9 %, grace a la reprise sur les
marchés américains, bond qui a atténué l'effet de la
faiblesse des exportations de machines et matériel.

Croissance toujours modeste des dépenses des
administrations publiques

Les dépenses publiques nettes en biens et services ont
augmenté de 0,8 %.

Sur la base des
comptes nationaux, les dépenses des administrations
publiqgues ont augmenté de facon modeste chaque
trimestre pendant les quatre derniéres années.
