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The System of National Accounts

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since
the close of the Second World War in a series of publications
relating to their constituent parts. These have now reached a
stage of evolution where they can be termed a “System of
National Accounts”. For purposes of identification, all
publications (containing tables of statistics, descriptions of
conceptual frameworks and descriptions of sources and
methods) which make up this System carry the term “System of
National Accounts” as a general title.

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13)
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be
referred to with the title “National Accounts” (National Accounts,
Income and Expenditure). The Balance of International
Payments data (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67) are also part of
the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the
Income and Expenditure Accounts.

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods
and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of the
System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos.
carrying the prefix 15 also provide measures of the contribution
of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product at factor cost
as well as Productivity Measures.

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross
Domestic Product by Industry use the establishment as the
primary unit of industrial production. Measures of financial
transactions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 13). Types of lenders and financial
instruments are the primary detail in these statistics and the
legal entity is the main unit of classification of transactors.
Balance sheets of outstanding assets and liabilities are
published annually.

The System of National Accounts provides an overall
conceptually integrated framework in which the various parts
can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present,
direct comparisons amongst those parts which use the
establishment as the basic unit and those which use the legal
entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research on
enterprise company establishment relationships; it may
eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on one
basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis).

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts
bears a close relationship to the international standard as
described in System of National Accounts, 1993, a joint
publication of the Commission of the European Communities,
International Monetary Fund, Organization for Economic Co-
operation and Development, United Nations and World Bank.

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait I'objet depuis la fin de la
Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de publications portant
sur leurs éléments constitutifs propres. lls ont connu une telle évolution
gu'on peut maintenant les qualifier de “Systeme de comptabilité
nationale”. Aux fins d'identification, toutes les publications qui font
partie du systeme (elles contiennent des tableaux statistiques, la
description du cadre théorique et I'explication des sources et des
méthodes) portent le titre général de “Systéme de comptabilité
nationale”.

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en plusieurs
catégories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des
revenus et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le
numéro de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitué le premier
ensemble de statistiques a étre connu sous le titre de “Comptes
nationaux” (Comptes nationaux, revenus et dépenses). Les données
sur la balance canadienne des paiements internationaux (numéro de
catalogue commengant par 67) font également partie du systéme de
comptabilité nationale; elles ont méme existé avant les comptes des
revenus et dépenses.

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d’industries et de biens et
services figure dans les tableaux d’entrées-sorties du systéme (numéro
de catalogue commengant par 15). Les publications dont le numéro de
catalogue commence par 15 comprennent aussi les mesures de
I'apport de chaque branche d'activité au total du produit intérieur brut
au cot des facteurs ainsi que les mesures de productivité.

L'établissement est I'unité primaire de production industrielle tant dans
les tableaux d’entrées-sorties que dans les estimations du produit
intérieur brut par activité économique. Les comptes de flux financiers
(publications dont le numéro de catalogue commence par 13) mesurent
les opérations financiéres. Les catégories de préteurs et d’'instruments
financiers forment les éléments de base de ces statistiques et I'entité
juridigue est le point de départ du classement des agents
économiques. Les comptes du bilan des actifs et passifs en cours sont
disponibles annuellement.

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble
conceptuellement intégré dans lequel les diverses catégories de
comptes peuvent étre considérées comme des sous-systemes
étroitement liés entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement, on ne
peut faire de comparaison directe entre les éléments basés sur
I’établissement et ceux qui sont basés sur I'entité juridique que lorsque
les données sont groupées dans des catégories tres générales.
Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses recherches sur les relations
entre I'entreprise, la société et I'établissement. |l sera peut-étre possible
un jour de reclasser les données établies sur une certaine base
(I'établissement par exemple) de maniéere a les faire correspondre aux
données établies sur une autre base (société ou entreprise).

Dans ses grandes lignes, le systtme de comptabilité nationale du
Canada suit de trés prés la norme internationale exposée dans la
publication System of National Accounts, 1993 produite conjointement
par la Commission des Communautés Européennes, le Fonds
Monétaire International, I'Organisation pour la Coopération et le
Développement, les Nations-Unies et la Banque Mondiale.

Fourth quarter 2000

Growth in real gross domestic (GDP) product
slowed to 0.6% in the fourth quarter of 2000, after
increasing at an average quarterly rate of 1.2%
since mid-1998. The level of final domestic
demand was virtually unchanged following several
quarters of solid growth, and export growth slowed
further to 0.3%. Strong increases throughout 1999
and early in 2000 resulted in annual growth of
4.7%, a rate similar to that of 1999.

Business plant and equipment investment fell 2.4%
in the quarter; an increase in non-residential
construction was more than offset by a 4.0% drop
in machinery and equipment purchases. Virtually
every category of machinery and equipment
investment registered a decline.

Growth in personal spending slowed in the fourth
quarter (+0.6%), largely due to an 8.6% drop in
motor vehicle purchases, after dealer incentives
boosted growth in the third. Excluding motor
vehicles, the growth of personal expenditure would
be 1.1%. The early arrival of winter in many areas
of Canada boosted spending on natural gas and
electricity, and also encouraged purchases of
recreational and sporting equipment.

Faits saillants

Quatrieme trimestre 2000

La croissance du produit intérieur brut (PIB) réel a ralenti,
pour se fixer a 0,6 % au quatrieme trimestre, aprés une
hausse trimestrielle moyenne de 1,2 % depuis le milieu
de 1998. La demande intérieure finale est demeurée
pratiquement inchangée, aprés plusieurs trimestres de
forte croissance, et la croissance des exportations a
continué de ralentir pour s'établir a 0,3 %. De fortes
hausses tout au long de 1999 et en début d’année 2000
ont mené a une croissance annuelle de 4,7 %, un taux
semblable a celui de 1999.

Linvestissement des entreprises en usines et matériel a
chuté de 2,4% au quatrieme trimestre, malgré une
hausse de la construction non résidentielle qui n'a pu
compenser la baisse de 4,0 % des achats de machines
et matériel. Pratiguement toutes les catégories
d’investissement en machines et matériel ont enregistré
un recul.

La croissance des dépenses personnelles a ralenti
durant le quatriéeme trimestre (+0,6 %), principalement en
raison d’'une baisse de 8,6 % des achats de véhicules
automobiles. Cette baisse fait suite a une hausse qui
découlait des mesures incitatives des concessionnaires
durant le troisieme trimestre. En excluant les véhicules
automobiles, 'augmentation des dépenses personnelles
se chiffrerait a 1,1 %. Larrivée hative de I'hiver dans de
nombreuses régions du Canada a entrainé une hausse
des dépenses en gaz naturel et en électricité et a aussi
stimulé les achats de matériel récréatif et de sport.

La croissance des exportations a ralenti pour un
troisieme trimestre consécutif (+0,3 %), a la suite de la
baisse continue de la demande de nos voisins du Sud et

Export growth slowed for a third consecutive
quarter (+0.3%), as demand continued to cool
south of the border and auto exports fell. However,
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exports of machinery and equipment (+4.7%) and
energy products (+1.7%) were sources of strength.

Inventory levels continued to increase, but at a
much slower pace than in the third quarter. Stocks
were liquidated at the retail level (particularly for
autos), while wholesalers reduced their rate of
inventory accumulation. Manufacturers’ inventories
continued to pile up, although at somewhat a lower
rate than the strong buildup seen in the third
qguarter. The accumulation was concentrated in
electrical and electronic products.

Personal disposable (after tax) income advanced a
healthy 2.3% in the fourth quarter, the largest
guarterly increase since 1990. Solid gains in labour
income, investment income and government
transfers, coupled with a reduction in income taxes,
led the advance.

Plant and equipment investment slipped

Business investment in non-residential structures
and equipment decreased 2.4% in the fourth
guarter. Non-residential construction investment
grew 1.1%, with gains concentrated in engineering
construction. Building construction edged up after
two quarterly declines.

A 4.0% drop in investment in machinery equipment
more than offset the advance in non-residential
construction activity. A parallel decline occurred in
imports of machinery and equipment. Investment
in computers and other office equipment fell 8.1%,
the first quarterly drop following nearly three years
of uninterrupted growth. Declines also occurred in
purchases of automobiles, trucks, other
transportation equipment, telecommunications
equipment and other machinery equipment.

Consumer demand for autos softened

Growth in consumer spending slowed to 0.6%,
pulled down by an 8.6% drop in purchases of
motor vehicles. The end of dealer incentives to
liquidate year 2000 models was a contributing
factor. Motor vehicle parts and repairs, however,

Repli de I'investissement des entreprises en usines et
matériel

Linvestissement des entreprises en ouvrages non
résidentiels et équipement a chuté de 2,4 % au quatrieme
trimestre.  Linvestissement en  construction non
résidentielle s'est accrue de 1,1 %, les gains étant
concentrés dans les ouvrages de génie. La construction
de batiments a connu une tendance a la hausse aprés
deux déclins trimestriels.

La baisse de 4,0 % de linvestissement en machines et
matériel a plus qu’annulé la hausse dans la construction
non résidentielle. On a constaté une baisse similaire pour
ce qui est des importations de machines et matériel.
Linvestissement en ordinateurs et autre matériel de
bureau a chuté de 8,1 %. |l s'agit de la premiére baisse
trimestrielle apres presque trois années de croissance
ininterrompue. On a constaté également une baisse des
achats d’automobiles, de camions, d'autre matériel de
transport, de matériel de télécommunications, et d’autres
machines et matériel.

Ralentissement de la demande des consommateurs
pour les automobiles

La croissance des dépenses de consommation a ralenti
pour se fixer a 0,6 % au quatriéme trimestre, freinée par
une baisse de 8,6% des achats de véhicules
automobiles. Cela s’explique entre autres par la fin des
mesures incitatives des concessionnaires visant a liquider
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grew 4.4%. Excluding motor vehicle purchases,
the growth of consumer spending would be 1.1%.

The early arrival of winter in many parts of Canada
led to higher consumption of natural gas and
electricity in the fourth quarter. Early snowfall also
encouraged purchases of recreational and sporting
equipment. Personal spending on air
transportation also advanced solidly, as did
spending on restaurant and accommodation
services.

Export growth decelerated further

Growth in exports of goods and services continued
to slow (+0.3%) in the fourth quarter, following a
marked deceleration in the third. As demand
cooled south of the border, exports of automotive
products fell for a third consecutive quarter.
Weaker U.S. demand for paper pulled down
exports of forestry products; exports of industrial
goods and materials and agricultural and fish
products also dropped.

These declines were offset by rising exports of
machinery and equipment (4.7%) and energy
products (1.7%) in the fourth quarter. Significant
export gains occurred in office machines and
equipment, aircraft engines and parts and
telecommunications equipment. In the case of
energy, soaring U.S. demand for natural gas led to
7.4% increase in export volumes, and put upward
pressure on the price of natural gas, which
increased a further 20% in the quarter. Exports of
crude petroleum also advanced solidly, following a
drop in the third quarter, while the volume of
electricity exports fell.

Inventory accumulation eased

Retailers liquidated inventories in the fourth
quarter, particularly for autos. Retail inventories of
non-durable goods were also drawn down.
Wholesalers reduced their rate of inventory
accumulation. Stocks continued to pile up at the
manufacturing level, although at a slower rate
compared with the strong buildup of the third
quarter. Fourth quarter accumulation was
concentrated in inventories of electrical and
electronic products.

Le ralentissement de la croissance des exportations
se poursuit

La croissance des exportations de biens et services a
continué de ralentir (+0,3 %), aprés un fléchissement
marqué au troisieme trimestre. Comme la demande a
diminué chez nos voisins du Sud, les exportations de
produits automobiles ont baissé pour un troisieme
trimestre consécutif. Le fléchissement de la demande
américaine de papier a affaibli les exportations de
produits forestiers. Les exportations de biens et
matériaux industriels, ainsi que les produits de
I'agriculture et de la péche ont également diminué.

Ces baisses ont été compensées par des exportations a
la hausse de machines et matériel (+4,7 %) et de
produits de I'énergie (+1,7 %). On a observé une hausse
considérable des exportations de machines et de
matériel de bureau, de moteurs et de pieces d’aéronef,
ainsi que de matériel de télécommunications. En matiére
d'énergie, la montée en fleche de la demande
américaine pour le gaz naturel a entrainé une
augmentation de 7,4 % du volume des exportations et a
exercé une pression a la hausse sur le prix du gaz
naturel, qui a continué d’augmenter de 20 % durant le
trimestre. Les exportations de pétrole brut ont aussi
progressé fortement, aprés une baisse au troisieme
trimestre, tandis que le volume des exportations
d’électricité a chuté.

Réduction de I'accumulation des stocks

Les détaillants ont liquidé leurs stocks au cours du
guatrieme trimestre, en particulier les stocks
d’automobiles. Les stocks des détaillants en biens non
durables ont également baissé. Les grossistes ont réduit
leur taux d’accumulation des stocks. Les stocks ont
continué de s’accumuler dans la fabrication, quoique a
un taux moins élevé que le trimestre précédent,
caractérisé par une forte augmentation. Laccumulation
du quatrieme trimestre est surtout provenue des stocks
de produits électriques et électroniques.
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Elsewhere, natural gas stocks were run down in
response to increased demand both domestically
and in the United States.

Disposable income advanced solidly

Personal disposable income advanced a solid
2.3% in nominal terms in the fourth quarter, the
largest quarterly increase since 1990. Labour
income grew 1.2%, and interest, dividends and
miscellaneous investment income rose 3.7%,
boosted by federal pay equity interest payments in
December. The Alberta Energy Tax Refund pushed
up government transfers to persons, which grew by
+2.1%.

While personal income advanced 1.5% in the
fourth quarter, federal and provincial tax cuts and
provincial tax refunds (notably the Ontario
Taxpayer Dividend) resulted in a 2.0% drop in
income taxes, further boosting disposable (after
tax) income. After dipping to 2.3% in the third
guarter, the personal saving rate regained its
previous level, 3.5%. Increased saving was largely
invested in financial assets.

2000 in review

Real gross domestic product grew 4.7% in 2000, a
rate similar to that of 1999. Labour income
advanced robustly, and rising commodity prices led
to stellar growth in corporate earnings, on top of
similar advances in 1999. The GDP chain price
index, boosted by higher prices for exported
commodities, rose 4.1%, the largest annual
increase since 1989. Export volumes posted
another near double-digit advance, and the growth
in business plant and equipment investment
improved on the already strong performance of
1999.

Government financial positions continued to show
significant improvement, particularly at the federal
government. The federal surplus, on a national
accounts basis, swelled to two and a half times its
1999 level, and credit market debt was reduced.

Robust growth in labour income

Labour income jumped 7.2% at current prices, the
largest annual growth in over a decade. Federal
pay equity payments accounted for 0.5% of the
increase. Average earnings gathered momentum,
and employment also grew at a healthy pace.

Le revenu disponible augmente fortement

Le revenu personnel disponible a connu une forte
progression de 2,3 % en valeur nominale, soit la hausse
trimestrielle la plus importante depuis 1990. Le revenu du
travail a cr0 de 1,2 %, et les intéréts, les dividendes et les
revenus divers de placement ont augmenté de 3,7 %,
amplifiés par les paiements fédéraux d'intéréts au
chapitre de I'équité en matiere d’emploi en décembre. Le
remboursement en Alberta d’'une taxe a I'énergie a fait
grimper les transferts aux particuliers en provenance des
administrations publiques (+ 2,1 %).

Alors que le revenu personnel a cri de 1,5% au
guatrieme trimestre, les réductions des impdts fédéral et
provinciaux et les remboursements d'imp6ts provinciaux
(notamment, le dividende accordé aux contribuables de
I'Ontario) ont entrainé une baisse de 2,0 % de I'imp6t sur
le revenu, ce qui a donné un élan supplémentaire au
revenu disponible (aprés impdt). Aprés avoir chuté pour
se situé a 2,3 % au troisieme trimestre, le taux d'épargne
personnelle a retrouvé son niveau précédent (3,5 %).
Cette hausse de I'épargne a été investie en grande partie
dans des actifs financiers.

Résultats de 'année 2000

Le produit intérieur brut réel s'est accru de 4,7 % en
2000, soit un taux semblable a celui de 1999. Le revenu
du travail a fortement augmenté et la poussée des prix
des produits de base a entrainé une croissance
impressionnante des bénéfices de sociétés pour une
deuxieme année consécutive. Lindice de prix en chaine
du PIB, stimulé par des prix plus élevés pour les produits
exportés, a augmenté de 4.1%, la plus forte hausse
annuelle depuis 1989. Les exportations en volume ont
affiché une autre progression de prés de 10%, et la
croissance de l'investissement des entreprises en usines
et équipement a surpassé celle, déja forte, de 1999.

Létat de la situation financiére des administrations
publigues a continué dafficher une amélioration
marquée, surtout a I'échelon fédéral. Lexcédent de
'administration fédérale (sur la base de la comptabilité
nationale) a gonflé pour atteindre deux fois et demi son
niveau de 1999, et la dette sur le marché du crédit a
baissé.

Croissance robuste du revenu du travail

Le revenu du travail a grimpé de 7,2 % aux prix courants;
il s'agit de la plus forte augmentation annuelle depuis
plus d’'une décennie. La hausse est attribuable, dans une
proportion de 0,5 %, aux paiements fédéraux d’équité en
matiere d'emploi. La rémunération moyenne s'est
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Personal income rose 6.1%. Personal outlays rose
at a slightly faster pace (+6.4%), pushing the
personal saving rate down to 3.2% for the year
2000.

Income gains had an impact on consumption of
durable goods, which continued to advance at a
healthy pace. New car purchases posted near
double-digit increases following dealer incentives
early in the fall. Recreational, sporting and
camping equipment jumped +12.9%.

Corporation profits boosted by rising
commaodity prices

Corporation profits soared 23.4% in nominal terms,
on top of similar gains in 1999. Oil and gas
extraction companies, benefitting from rising
commodity prices, more than doubled earnings
over the course of 2000. Manufacturers,
particularly in the computer and
telecommunications industries, also posted a
strong showing.

Demand for electricity south of the border boosted
earnings of public utilities, leading to record growth
(46.0%) in the profits of government business
enterprises.

Strong year for business plant and equipment
investment

Business investment in plant and equipment
advanced 14.0%, the largest annual increase since
1997. Business non-residential construction
activity jumped 4.8%, while machinery and
equipment purchases surged nearly 20% for the
year despite a drop in the fourth quarter. Business
investment in computers and other office
equipment roared ahead (43.4%) for a second
consecutive year, while telecommunications
equipment posted another double-digit advance.

Solid export gains in 2000

Exports of goods and services climbed 9.6% in
2000, following a similar advance in 1999. Exports
of machinery and equipment climbed 25%,
continuing a string of double digit rises over the
past eight years. Exports of agricultural and fish
products and forestry products also advanced at a
healthy pace, while exports of automotive products
edged down following stellar growth in 1999.

Les bénéfices des sociétés ont monté en fleche (+23,4 %
en valeur nominale), s'ajoutant & des gains similaires en
1999. Les entreprises d’extraction de pétrole et de gaz,
bénéficiant de la hausse des prix des produits de base,
ont plus que doublé leurs revenus au cours de 2000. Les
fabricants, surtout dans les industries de I'informatique et
de matériel de télécommunications, ont aussi enregistré
des bénéfices appréciables.

La demande d’électricité au sud de la frontiére a stimulé
les revenus des services publics, propulsant la
croissance des bénéfices des entreprises publiques a un
niveau record (+46,0 %).

Forte croissance de I'investissement des entreprises
en usines et matériel

Linvestissement des entreprises en usines et matériel a
progressé de 14,0 %, il s’agit de 'augmentation annuelle
la plus importante depuis 1997. La construction non
résidentielle a grimpé de 4,8 %, tandis que les achats de
machines et matériel ont bondi de prés de 20 % pour
2000, en dépit d’'une baisse au quatrieme trimestre.
Linvestissement des entreprises en ordinateurs et autre
matériel de bureau a fait un bond (+43,4 %) pour une
deuxieme année consécutive, tandis que le matériel de
télécommunications a enregistré une autre augmentation
a deux chiffres.

Fortes hausses des exportations en 2000

Les exportations de biens et services ont grimpé de
9,6 % en 2000, aprées avoir connu une hausse semblable
en 1999. Les exportations de machines et matériel ont
bondi de 25%, dans Ila foulée dune série
d’augmentations a deux chiffres ces huit dernieres
années.

Strong sales of electricity to California and high
export demand for natural gas and crude oil
contributed to a 7.2% increase in export volumes of
energy products. Energy exports grew 76.8% in
value terms, as prices of electricity and natural gas
roughly doubled over the year. The price of crude
oil rose about 60% in 2000, and petroleum and
coal product prices also escalated throughout most
of the year.
