Total housing starts in Winnipeg
soared in April, bolstered by
another strong month of multiple-

family activity.  There were 258 housing
starts of all types in the Winnipeg Census
Metropolitan Area (CMA) during the
month of April, 49 per cent more than
the number of units that were started
in April of 2005.  As a result, year-to-
date starts now number 793 units, 26 per
cent more than at this time last year and
the highest year-to-date total for this
period since April of 1988.

Two more multiple-family projects broke
ground in April 2006 representing a total
of 118 units.  This is substantially more
than the 13 units that were started in
April 2005.  As a result, there have been
273 multiple-family units started so far
this year, more than double the 125 units
that had been started over the same
period of 2005.  The pace of multiple-
family construction is expected to be
maintained in 2006, and by the end of
the year will likely outperform 2005.

One large 94 unit multiple-family project
was completed in April 2006, along with
two semi-detached units for a total of
96 completions.  All units of this 94 unit
project were occupied at completion.
With additional absorptions from the
rest of the multiple-family inventory,
there were a total of 104 absorptions in
April 2006, bringing year-to-date
absorptions to within four per cent of
what they were at this time last year.  The
entire supply of multiple-family units,
which includes units under construction

and units completed and unoccupied,
currently stands at 964 units, 66 per cent
greater than at the end of April last year.
At the current 12 month average rate
of absorption, the entire supply will be
absorbed in just under 18 months.

Single-detached starts in April maintained
the same pace as March at 140 units. This
was, however, a decline of 13 per cent
from the number of homes started in
April of last year.  Starts dropped off more
sharply in the municipalities outside the
Winnipeg city limits where there were
12 fewer homes started this past April,
compared to April 2005, representing a
drop of 39 per cent.  Within the city of
Winnipeg there were eight fewer homes
started, which represented a decline of
six per cent in the same year-over-year
comparison.  Thanks to a strong level of
activity at the beginning of the year, single-
detached starts for the CMA are almost
four per cent ahead of where they were
last year at this time.  Starts within city
limits are ahead six per cent while starts
in the surrounding area are trailing by
seven per cent.

Completions have slowed since the
beginning of 2006.  There were only 56
single-detached homes completed in
April, 36 per cent fewer than in April of
last year.  Year-to-date completions are
currently running 23 per cent behind
what they were over the same period
of 2005.  Absorptions have declined in
lockstep with completions as there were
32 per cent fewer homes absorbed in
April 2006 compared to April 2005, and
the year-to-date figure is 15 per cent
lower than last year at this time.  The
inventory of homes completed and not
absorbed at the end of April 2006 has
declined seven per cent from where it
stood at the end of April 2005.  The total
supply of single-detached homes, which
also includes homes under construction,
was 1,082 units, almost unchanged from
April of last year.  At the current 12-
month rate of absorption, the supply of
single-detached homes would be
exhausted in just over seven months.
