The following list of immunizing agents and the companies licensed to manufacture
and/or market them in Canada reflects the situation as of December 31, 2001, and is
not meant to be exhaustive. Products are listed here if they are mentioned in this
Guide or are related to preventive or therapeutic interventions described in it. Some
products that are for specialized use or available only under a special access program
may not be listed. In addition, new vaccine development has increased in the past
few years and the number of products being licensed, sometimes replacing other
products, makes it difficult to keep a table such as this one completely up to date.
Further, not all licensed products of all manufacturers will necessarily be available
in all parts of Canada at all times.

Readers should consult other sources, such as the Compendium of Pharmaceuticals
and Specialties (the CPS), their local public health authorities or manufacturers for
the latest information about product availability and accessibility. Also, the names
used in this table are those in common use and may not be identical with the names
used in pharmaceutical compendia.
