The 2007 Canada Day Poster Challenge is underway! This year, we have even more reason to 
celebrate because 2007 is the 140th anniversary of Canada’s Confederation.To mark this special
birthday, this year’s theme is A Portrait of Canada: Celebrating 140 years.

We invite you to illustrate how the people, places and events of the past 140 years have shaped
our nation. Think about how Canada has evolved through significant social, cultural and 
historical achievements and technological innovations. There are countless reasons why we
can be proud to be Canadian, from our country’s magnificent natural beauty to its unique
cultural diversity, from our many national heroes to Canada’s place in the world as a model of
democracy and freedom.

So show us what Canada means to you! We challenge you to design an original poster that
brings together significant elements from our past and present. You could win great prizes
including an exciting 3-day trip to the National Capital Region to take part in the 
Canada Day celebrations.

Best of all, the winning entry will become the official poster of “Celebrate Canada!”,
a celebration across the country that includes National Aboriginal Day, June 21;
Saint-Jean-Baptiste Day,June 24; Canadian Multiculturalism Day,June 27; and Canada Day,July 1.

The artwork of the 13 provincial and territorial finalists will be part of a special exhibit from
June to September 2007 at the Canadian Children’s Museum located in the Canadian Museum
of Civilization in Gatineau, Quebec.

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We invite teachers and group leaders to introduce the Canada Day Poster Challenge to
students early in the school year. Encourage students to interpret the theme by designing
original posters that demonstrate their creativity, awareness of colour and design, and pride
in Canada. See the entry rules in this publication for full submission details. Entries must be
postmarked by February 28, 2007.

The Poster Challenge is open to students 18 years of age and under. In each province and
territory, a finalist will be chosen from the following age categories:

Age 5 – 8

Age 9 – 11

Age 12 – 14

Age 15 – 18

From among these finalists, an overall finalist will be selected in each province and territory
to visit the National Capital Region from June 29 – July 1, 2007. A national winner will 
be selected from these 13 provincial and territorial finalists. The winning entry will become
the official poster of “Celebrate Canada!” activities across the country for 2007.

Everyone who participates in the Canada Day Poster Challenge will receive a “Celebrate Canada!”
souvenir for entering the contest.

Visit to the National Capital Region
The 13 provincial and territorial finalists will travel to Ottawa June 29 – July 1, with a parent 
or guardian, as the guests of the Minister of Canadian Heritage.They will enjoy 3 fun-filled days
of private VIP tours in the National Capital Region.They will meet their fellow artists from across
Canada, enjoy specially planned events, and join the Governor General, the Prime Minister and
thousands of Canadians on Parliament Hill on Canada Day.

Other Prizes
Prizes will be offered to the finalists by the proud partners of the 2007 Poster Challenge.
Prizes may also be offered by the provincial and territorial Celebrate Canada Committees —
please contact your committee office for details.

Please note: There will be no substitution of prizes as offered.

PRIZES TO BE WON

1. All posters must be in colour (use vibrant
colours for best results). Black and white posters
will not be accepted.

2. Words and numbers may not be included 
in the design.

3. Braille art may be submitted.

4. Participants may use any materials except
three-dimensional supplies.

5. Poster dimensions should be no smaller than
28 cm x 43 cm (11” x 17”) and no larger than 
38 cm x 50 cm (15”x 20”). However, participants
between the ages of 5 and 11 are permitted 
to use a smaller paper size, minimum 
21.5 cm x 28 cm (8.5” x 11”).

6. Computer-generated art is permitted and
should be submitted with a list of technical
specifications. Please note that a hard copy of
the design must be provided (please see rule
5 for permissible paper sizes).

7. All entries, including computer-generated art,
must be original designs that have not been
published previously.All participants undertake
not to copy or reproduce works, symbols or
logos, in whole or in part, that are the 
property of third parties.

8. Only one entry per participant is permitted.
However, multiple entries per school/region
may be mailed together to save postage.

9. All entries should be marked “Canada Day
Poster Challenge 2007”and be postmarked
before midnight on February 28, 2007.

10. Entries must be submitted to the Celebrate
Canada Committee Office in your province 
or territory. (Committee addresses are 
included in this publication and on-line at
www.canadianheritage.gc.ca/affiche-poster).
Participants must reside in Canada.

11. A participant is eligible to be chosen only once
as a provincial or territorial finalist .

12. Once submitted, all designs, including any 
intellectual property relating to the designs,will
become the sole property of the Department of
Canadian Heritage.The Department will be free
to use any or all such entries in any form without
compensation or remuneration. Entries will not
be returned to the participants.

13. Selected participants will be contacted by the
Celebrate Canada Committee Office by tele-
phone in early April 2007. If said participants
are of the age of majority, they will be required
to sign a consent and release statement to
allow the Department of Canadian Heritage to
use and publish their name, voice, photograph,
testimonial, likeness or appearance in a video,
as the case may be, for promotional activities
related to the contest. If said participants are
minors, a parent or guardian will be required
to sign the consent and release form.

14. The winners must accept their prizes as offered.
No substitution, transfer or exchange will be
permitted.

15. Participants should attach the completed entry
form to the back of their poster or print the
following information, in pencil, on the back of
the poster: their name, age, address, telephone
number,school,school address,name of teacher,
preferred language of correspondence,how they
found out about the Poster Challenge, and one
or two sentences explaining how their design
expresses the Poster Challenge theme, A Portrait
of Canada: Celebrating 140 Years.This descrip-
tion will not be evaluated.Students are asked to
please use the entry form which is included in
this publication or can be downloaded from:
www.canadianheritage.gc.ca/affiche-poster

16. Posters will be evaluated using the following
criteria: general evaluation, compliance with
the theme, clarity of message, colours and 
originality. Decisions made by the judges of 
the Poster Challenge are final.
