Choose the most appropriate answer for your organization. You may choose more than one 
answer for each question.   
 
Offering high school students work experience meets the goals of my organization by:

My organization can commit to a school-work program for: 
A.   One hour to one day

A.   Reaching a large group of students with an overarching message

• If you answered mostly Bs, your organization is well-suited for medium-term work 

experiences. 
• If you answered mostly Cs, your organization is well-suited for long-term work experiences. 
• If you answered an even or close number of As Bs and Cs, your organization is well-suited
