This mighty river stages a new show
every season. At Baie-du-Febvre, Cap-Tourmente
and Montmagny, everyone eagerly awaits the
spring arrival of the Snow Geese and their flam-
boyant fall departure. Equally captivating is the
clear honking and impressive flying “V" of the
Canada Geese as they sail through the sky, only
breaking formation to land by the water’s edge
for a night's rest.
