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Options for Handling Massive Bird Losses on
Fraser Valley Poultry Farms

Normal ongoing mortalities that occur on poultry farms can be handled by composting or incineration. On-site burial
is not encouraged in the Fraser Valley because of ground water concerns.

The facilities listed below are able to handle any size bird in large amounts. Producers should make their own
arrangements directly with the disposal facilities. However, producers needing assistance managing the disposal of a
massive death loss can contact the Sustainable Poultry Farming Group office at 604 556-7781.
