Q) Except as provided in subsections (2) and (3), a registered individual must notify
the regulator in accordance with NI 31-102 of a change to any information

previously submitted in Form 33-109F4, or under this subsection, within 5
business days of the change.

Despite subsection (1), a registered individual must notify the regulator in
accordance with NI 31-102 of a change to information previously submitted in
Item 11 of Form 33-109F4, or under this subsection, within 10 business days of
the change.

Despite subsection (1), a registered individual must notify the regulator in
accordance with NI 31-102 of a change to information previously submitted in
Item 3 [personal information], Item 4 [citizenship], or paragraph 1 of Item 8
[course or examination information] of Form 33-109F4, or under this subsection,
within 20 business days of the change.

The Instrument is amended by striking out the heading of Part 5 “Changes to Non-
Registered Individual Information” and substituting “Changes to Permitted Individual
Information”.

The Instrument is amended by repealing section 5.1 and substituting the following:

Except as provided in subsections (2), (3), (4), and (5), a registered firm must
notify the regulator in accordance with NI 31-102 of a change to any information
previously submitted in Form 33-109F4, or under this subsection, for a permitted
individual within 5 business days of the change.

Despite subsection (1) and except as provided in subsection (5), a registered firm
must notify the regulator in accordance with NI 31-102 of a change to information
previously submitted in Item 11 of Form 33-109F4, or under this subsection, for a
permitted individual within 10 business days of the change.

Despite subsection (1) and except as provided in subsection (5), a registered firm
must notify the regulator in accordance with NI 31-102 of a change to information
previously submitted in Items 3, 4, or paragraph 1 of Item 8 of Form 33-109F4,
or under this subsection, for a permitted individual within 20 business days of the
change.

Despite subsection (1) and except as provided in subsection (5), a registered firm
must notify the regulator of a change to any information regarding a category of
permitted individual listed in Item 6 of Form 33-109F4 for a permitted individual
by submitting in accordance with NI 31-102 a completed Form 33-109F2 within 5
business days of the change.

Despite subsections (1), (2), (3), and (4), a registered firm is not required to notify
the regulator of a change to information if another firm has notified the regulator
of the change in accordance with NI 31-102 and within the required time.

Section 7.1 of the Instrument is amended by adding the following subsection after
subsection 7.1(2):

8.1 Inconsistent Provisions — In Québec, the provisions of this Instrument take
precedence over any inconsistent provisions of Title V of the Securities Regulation.
