Subject:	Central Fund Administration Agreements:  Filing of LEC Accession Agreement for Vidéotron Télécom (1998) ltée and MetroNet Communications Group 





1.	In accordance with section 29(c) of the Telecommunications Act, this filing is submitted on behalf of Bell Canada and TELUS Communications Inc. (the Companies).  Enclosed are the executed LEC Accession Agreements which make Vidéotron Télécom (1998) ltée (VTL-1998) a party to the Central Fund Administration Agreement for Ontario and Québec and MetroNet Communications Group (MetroNet) a party to the Central Fund Administration Agreement for Edmonton - TCEI.





2.	Section 10.14 of the CFA Agreement states:





"Upon a Local Exchange Carrier, other than a Local Exchange Carrier which is an original party to this Agreement, having been confirmed to the CFA by the CRTC as meeting all of the requirements of the CRTC for a Local Exchange Carrier within the [Company's] Operating Territory, such Local Exchange Carrier shall become a party to this Agreement in the manner hereinafter provided in this Section 10.14.  Each such Local Exchange Carrier shall execute and deliver to the CFA a LEC Accession Agreement.  Upon such LEC Accession Agreement having been countersigned by the CFA, and the CFA shall so counter-sign such LEC Accession Agreement upon being provided with such confirmation as it may reasonably require that such Local Exchange Carrier has been authorized by the CRTC to be a Local Exchange Carrier within the [Company's] Operating Territory, such Local Exchange Carrier shall be considered a party to this Agreement

as a LEC as of the effective date set forth in such LEC Accession Agreement to the same extent as if such Local Exchange Carrier had been an original signatory to this Agreement as a LEC, and such Local Exchange Carrier shall be entitled to all of the benefits set forth in this Agreement which are for the benefit of LECs hereunder and shall be subject to all of the obligations of a LEC as set forth in this Agreement, all without any further action or requirement on the part of any other party to this Agreement."





3.	As part of Le Groupe Vidéotron's company restructuring, VTL-1998 has replaced Vidéotron Télécom ltée as the local exchange carrier in Bell Canada's operating territory. On 1 February 1999, VTL-1998 filed, for Commission approval, its General Tariff under Tariff Notice No. 1.  In Order 99-160, the Commission granted interim approval to Tariff Notice No. 1 subject to certain modifications.  VTL-1998 has issued revised tariff pages implementing these modifications.





4.	On 10 July 1998, MetroNet filed Tariff Notice No. 4, requesting Commission approval of tariff revisions pertaining to its proposed entry into the Edmonton market.  In Order 98�1034, dated 19 October 1998, the Commission granted interim approval of MetroNet's Tariff Notice No. 4, conditional on certain modifications being implemented.  MetroNet has issued revised tariff pages implementing these modifications.  On 21 December 1998, TELUS Communications (Edmonton) Inc. filed an application for approval of the Master Interim Agreement for Interconnection between Local Exchange Carriers with MetroNet.  In Order 99-93, dated 2 February 1999, the Commission granted interim approval to the Master Interim Agreement for Interconnection.
