Subject:	Filing of First Amending Agreement to Central Fund Administration Agreements and Central Fund Administration Agreement for Edmonton � TCEI





� AUTONUM �2.�	In accordance with section 29(c) of the Telecommunications Act, Stentor Resource Centre Inc. ("Stentor") is filing First Amending Agreements to the Central Fund Administration Agreements ("Fund Agreements") for Commission approval on behalf of BC TEL, Bell Canada, Island Telecom Inc., Maritime Tel & Tel Limited, MTS Communications Inc., NBTel Inc., NewTel Communications Inc. and TELUS Communications Inc. ("TCI") ("the Companies") (Attachment A).  In addition, Stentor is filing for Commission approval on behalf of TELUS Communications (Edmonton) Inc. ("TCEI") a Central Fund Administration Agreement for Edmonton � TCEI, dated July 1, 1998 (Attachment B).





� AUTONUM �	By letter dated December 19, 1997, the Commission gave interim approval to the draft Fund Agreement, as well as to the Unanimous Shareholder Agreement (which comprises Schedule C to the Fund Agreements), subject to certain modifications.  On March 16, 1998, Stentor filed executed copies of the Fund Agreements on behalf of the Companies.  On May 12, 1998, the Commission issued a show cause letter with respect to sections 4.03 c) and d) of the Fund Agreements.  By letter, dated August 17, 1998, the Commission ruled in the matter of the show cause and directed that certain modifications be made to the Fund Agreements.  The Commission also stated that it would dispose of the application for approval of the proposed Fund Agreements, once these modifications had been made.





� AUTONUM �	The First Amending Agreements ("Amending Agreements") and the Fund Agreement for Edmonton - TCEI, incorporate the changes to section 4.03 to give effect to the Commission's directives in its August 17, 1998 letter.  In addition, the following changes to the Fund Agreements, dated December 31, 1997 (and filed on March 16, 1998) have been incorporated:





i)	Changes to section 3.04 to provide that late payment charges and interest shall not be assessed on payments required as a result of retroactive mandated changes (that is, changes as a result of Commission orders).





ii)	Changes to section 3.04 to exempt LECs from interest charges on revisions to data during the first three months of operation in an operating territory.





iii)	A change to section 3.04 to clarify the method for pro-rating of interest.





iv)	Changes to Schedule G to reflect the addition of a ninth fund (for Edmonton � TCEI) and the amounts of remuneration to be paid to the Interim CFA for the months of July to December 1998.  These amounts better reflect actual costs incurred and cover the costs for administration of a ninth fund.





v)	Changes to Schedule I to incorporate a process for resolving anomalies and disputes relative to the assignment of residential NAS to bands.





vi)	Changes to Schedule L to accommodate the creation of a separate fund for the operating territory of TCEI.





� AUTONUM �	To assist the Commission in identifying the changes contained in the Amending Agreements, Attachment C provides redline versions of the relevant sections and schedules, compared to the same sections and schedules in the December 31, 1997 Fund Agreements, along with a covering memo from legal counsel.  Attachment D provides a redline version of the Fund Agreement for Edmonton � TCEI, in comparison to the Fund Agreement for the territory of TCI, dated December 31, 1997.





� AUTONUM �	The proposed amendments to the Fund Agreements and Schedules thereto in the Amending Agreements result from decisions of the Shareholders Board of the Canadian Portable Contribution Consortium Inc. (the "Consortium") or from Commission directives.  As required in section 10.09 of the Fund Agreements, the Amending Agreements provide the agreement in writing of the Consortium and each LEC which is a party to the Agreements.
