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Introduction

This is the 2004 update of the directory of
Canada’s Treatment Programs for Men
Who Abuse Their Partners. It is one of a
series of directories prepared by the
National Clearinghouse on Family Violence
under the Government of Canada Family
Violence Initiative.

This edition provides a listing of 205
treatment programs that address the needs
of men who abuse their partners. The
services are listed by province and territory,
east to west, and alphabetically by town or
city within each province or territory.

Although most treatment programs are
open to all abusive men, some evaluate
candidates to determine whether they may
benefit from treatment and to allow program
personnel to set conditions for successful
treatment. Many of the programs listed use
multiple approaches (for example, individual
counselling, support groups, anger
management workshops) for treatment.
Please note that waiting lists are common
when seeking treatment for assaultive
behaviour.

Each listing identifies the organization with
which the program is affiliated and
indicates any referral requirements. The
listings also indicate whether the program
charges fees and/or provides support
materials. Bilingual programs (that is,
programs that offer services in English and
French) are marked with a “B”. Programs
that offer services in a language other than
English or French are marked with an “L”
and the languages used are listed. For
more on the symbols used in this directory,
see p.3.

Some listings include a toll-free number,
which is generally accessible only within the
province or territory.
