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FUNDING TO INTER-ARTS PROGRAMS, 1999-2000

In 1999-2000, the Canada Council for the Arts provided grants worth $996,919
to interdisciplinary arts in Canada.

The Council awarded $307,619 in grants to individual interdisciplinary artists
and almost $700,000 to Inter-Arts organizations. Creation grants to 20
individual artists totaled $255,000, while an additional $161,000 in creation
grants was awarded to 9 inter-arts organizations. The inter-arts operating grants
and multidisciplinary festivals project grants programs awarded approximately
$150,000 each during the 1999-2000 fiscal year.

Prior to 1999, funding to interdisciplinary arts was integrated into the media arts
program. Consequently, funding to Inter-Arts for the 1999-2000 fiscal year
represents only a nominal percentage of Canada Council funding to the arts. In
terms of funding allocations, Inter-Arts received the least amount of funding, with
their total budget of $996,919 comprising 1% of Canada Council funding in
1999-2000 (see Table 1b).

Funding to Inter-Arts organizations and artists is dispersed across the country in
25 different cities and communities (see Table 2). The rapid growth of
interdisciplinary practices in Canada’s artistic communities is reflected in the
creation of the new Inter-Arts office at the Council, which supports multiple,
hybrid and experimental approaches to performance art and interdisciplinary
work. While interdisciplinary art and new artistic practices are emerging rapidly
at a national level, the two largest centres of Inter-Arts funding remain Montreal
($241,419) and Toronto ($194,000) (see Table 2).



AIDE AUX PROGRAMMES INTER-ARTS, 1999-2000

En 1999-2000, le Conseil des Arts du Canada a accordé des subventions d’'une
valeur totale de 996 919 $ aux arts interdisciplinaires du Canada.

Le Conseil a attribué 307 619 $ en subventions a des artistes multidisciplinaires
et presque 700 000 $ & des organismes ceuvrant dans le domaine de
I'interdisciplinarité. En ce qui concerne les subventions de création, 20 artistes
ont recu 255 000 $ et 161 000 $ ont été accordés & 9 organismes
multidisciplinaires. Environ 150 000 $ ont été octroyés dans le cadre de chacun
des programmes de subventions de fonctionnement en interdisciplinarité et de
subventions de projet pour les festivals multidisciplinaires pendant I'année
financiere 1999-2000.

Avant 1999, l'aide aux arts interdisciplinaires faisait partie du programme
d’aide aux arts médiatiques. Par conséquent, l'aide aux arts interdisciplinaires
pour 'année financiere 1999-2000 ne représente qu’un petit pourcentage de
I'aide que le Conseil des Arts du Canada a accordée aux arts. Budgétairement
parlant, les arts interdisciplinaires ont recu le montant le moins éleve, soit un
budget total de 996 919 $, soit 1 p. 100 de I'aide du Conseil en 1999-2000 (voir
Tableau 1b).

L'aide aux organismes et artistes interdisciplinaires est disséminée a travers le
pays entre 25 villes et communautés (voir Tableau 2). La croissance rapide des
pratiques interdisciplinaires au Canada s’est traduite par la création du Bureau
Inter-Arts du Conseil, qui soutient les approches multiples, hybrides et
expérimentales en performance et interdisciplinarité. Bien que les arts
interdisciplinaires et les nouvelles pratiques artistiques se développent
rapidement au niveau national, les deux principaux centres a recevoir une aide a
cet égard demeurent Montréal (241 419 $) et Toronto (194 000 $) (voir Tableau
2).
