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FUNDING TO NEW BRUNSWICK, 1998-99 AND 1999-2000

In 1999-2000, the Canada Council for the Arts provided grants worth $1,560,919 million to
the artsin New Brunswick. Thisisdightly less than the amount awarded in 1998-99 ($1.6
million).

In addition, dmost $120,783 in payments was provided to 230 New Brunswick authors
through the Public Lending Right Programt”. This brings the total amount of Canada Counil
funding to New Brunswick to $1,681,702.

* The Council awarded $198,600 in grants to 53 New Brunswick artists and $1,362,219 to
75 New Brunswick arts organizations.

* Grants were provided in every artigtic discipline - dance, music, theetre, visud arts, media
arts, writing and publishing and interdisciplinary art. The largest amount of funding
($487,000) went to theatre, followed by writing and publishing ($353,227) and visud arts
($334,716).

* Thelarge amount of funding to a community was $633,590 to artists and arts organizations
in Fredericton, making up amost (41%) of the funding going to the province. The second
largest community in terms of funding was Moncton ($336,220 or 22% of the funding). The
remaining communities received $591,109 or 38% of funding. In totd, 24 different
communities received funding.

* Forty-three per cent of grants awarded in New Brunswick goes to francophone artists and
arts organizations compared with 57% for anglophone artists and arts organizations. The
population breakdown by language for the province is 34% francophone and 66%
anglophone.

* 23 New Brunswick artists and arts professionas (11 anglophone and 12 francophone)
served as peer assessors in 1999-2000, making up 3.8% of all peer assessors.

* New Brunswick artists and arts organizations received 1.52% of Canada Coundil funding.
In comparison, the province makes up approximately 1.62% of cultural workers and 2.6%
of the population of Canada

* According to the 1996 Census, there are about 7,600 workers in culture occupationsin
New Brunswick including dmost 1,800 artigts.
