Use the “Search for” field to search for any word or expression that may be found in the CLAS
scopes. Searches are generally case-insensitive. They are also insensitive to accented letters

and to punctuation.

The single backward quote marks act as
proximity operators. This will find words, no
matter the order in which they appear in the
text, as long as they are within a maximum
of 15 words of each other.

If the acute accent is used on the letter e,
only the scopes with the word Montréal will
be found.

If the acute accent is not used on the letter
e, the scopes with the word Montréal or the
word Montreal will be found.
