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The President’s Message 

I am pleased to table the 2006 edition of the Annual Report to Parliament on Crown 
Corporations and Other Corporate Interests of Canada, in accordance with the provisions of 
the Financial Administration Act. 

Crown corporations, as public organizations that operate at arm’s length from government, 
contribute to the Canadian economy and play a unique role in meeting public policy objectives, 
providing necessary services to Canadians that would not be available otherwise, often while 
operating in a commercial environment. 

This report is a unique source of information, for parliamentarians and Canadians alike, on the 
Government of Canada’s corporate holdings. It provides comprehensive information on the 
current activities of all Crown corporations and of those wholly owned subsidiaries that report as 
parent Crown corporations; it also provides basic information on other corporate interests of the 
Government of Canada.  

Canadians have a right to understand how their money is being spent – not only by government 
departments and agencies, but also by Crown corporations. The proposed Federal Accountability 
Act contains measures that will strengthen the accountability of Crown Corporations. These 
improvements to enhance accountability, added to the implementation of over 30 measures 
identified in last year’s Review of the Governance Framework for Canada’s Crown 
Corporations to strengthen governance, appointments, board operations and composition will 
ensure that Crown Corporations can continue to serve the needs of Canadians, all the while 
maintaining their integrity, transparency and accountability.

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I. Introduction 
The 2006 Annual Report to Parliament on Crown Corporations and Other Corporate Interests 
of Canada is prepared in accordance with sections 151 and 152 of the Financial Administration 
Act (FAA), which require that the President of the Treasury Board table annually the following 
information in Parliament: 

� a consolidated report on the businesses and activities of all parent Crown corporations, 
including information on all corporations of which any shares are held by, on behalf of, or in 
trust for, the Crown or any Crown corporation; and 

� a report indicating when annual reports and corporate plan and budget summaries were to be 
laid before each House (for the period ending on July 31), and when they were actually laid 
before that House. 

This document addresses the above requirements and comprises the following chapters: 

� Overview, which highlights policy developments affecting Crown corporations during the 
year under review. It lists parent Crown corporations by ministerial portfolio and provides 
consolidated financial and employment information.  

� Crown Corporations’ Corporate Holdings, which presents an alphabetical listing of parent 
Crown corporations and their subsidiaries, legal partnerships, and associates as of July 31, 
2006, as well as a summary of the changes that occurred during the year to that listing. 

� Other Corporate Interests of Canada, which provides information about the various 
entities in which the Government of Canada has a stake, including joint and mixed 
enterprises, international organizations, and shared-governance corporations by ministerial 
portfolio. 

� Comprehensive Lists of Crown Corporations, their Subsidiaries, and Other Corporate 
Interests of Canada, which is a compilation of all the organizations that have been referred 
to in this report, including parent Crown corporations and their subsidiaries, legal 
partnerships and associates, joint and mixed enterprises, international organizations, and 
shared-governance corporations in which the Government of Canada has an interest. The lists 
are presented both by ministerial portfolio and alphabetically. 

� Tabling of Crown Corporations’ Reports in Parliament, which presents a record of 
annual reports and summaries of the corporate plans and budgets tabled in Parliament by the 
responsible ministers. The information reported in this chapter was audited by the Office of 
the Auditor General of Canada and her report is included. 

� Corporate Profiles, which provides contact information, the mandate, and major activities 
of each parent Crown corporation, as well as a description of whether the corporation is an 
agent of the Crown, and when and how the corporation was incorporated. 
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II. Overview 
As of July 31, 2006, there were 43 parent Crown corporations and three1 wholly owned subsidiaries 
that have been directed to report as parent Crown corporations for the purposes of the Financial 
Administration Act. 

Every parent Crown corporation is a legally distinct entity wholly owned by the Crown and 
managed by a board of directors. Either the enabling legislation for each parent Crown 
corporation (special Act of Parliament) or the articles of incorporation under the Canada 
Business Corporations Act set out the corporation’s mandate, powers, and objectives. 

The current portfolio is highly diversified, with corporations operating in many sectors of the 
Canadian economy. The corporations vary in size and in their demands on the government for 
financial assistance. Each has its unique purpose in public policy. 

Exhibit 1 presents the parent Crown corporations grouped according to the portfolio of the 
minister through whom they are accountable to Parliament. Please note that, for the purpose of 
this report, the common names of the following Crown corporations are used (the legal names 
are shown in parentheses): Canadian Museum of Civilization (Canadian Museum of Civilization 
Corporation); and National Museum of Science and Technology (Canada Science and 
Technology Museum Corporation), as financial statements are audited under their operating 
names.

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Year in Review 
This section highlights new legislation, policies, and structural changes affecting federal parent 
Crown corporations that came into effect or were under development during the reporting period. 
The section also summarizes other relevant activities, including, for example, special 
examinations of Crown corporations undertaken and progress towards implementing the 
measures required to strengthen Crown corporations’ governance regimes.  

Structural Changes — Creation and Dissolution of Crown Corporations 

Crown corporations are created through a special Act of Parliament (constituent legislation) or 
by articles of incorporation under the Canada Business Corporations Act. During the past year, 
legislative activities created two new Crown corporations. 

On April 1, 2006, the First Nations Fiscal and Statistical Management Act came into force. This 
Act created the First Nations Statistical Institute, as a non-agent Crown corporation, governed by 
Part X of the Financial Administration Act. Its mandate is to provide statistical information and 
analysis of the fiscal, economic, and social conditions of First Nations; to promote the quality, 
coherence, and compatibility of First Nations statistics; to work with and provide advice to 
federal and provincial departments and agencies on First Nations statistics; to work in 
cooperation with Statistics Canada to ensure the national statistical system meets the needs of 
First Nations; and to build statistical capacity in First Nations governments. 

Bill C-13, An Act to implement certain provisions of the budget tabled in Parliament on 
May 2, 2006, received Royal Assent on June 22, 2006. This Act will create the Corporation for 
the Mitigation of Mackenzie Gas Pipeline Project Impacts, through the Mackenzie Gas Project 
Impacts Act. Once the Act comes into force, the Corporation will be a non-agent Crown 
corporation, governed by Part X of the Financial Administration Act. It will have a mandate to 
provide contributions to regional organizations with respect to projects that mitigate the existing 
or anticipated socio-economic impacts on communities in the Northwest Territories arising from 
the Mackenzie gas pipeline project, consistent with criteria established and made publicly 
available by the Corporation. The Mackenzie Gas Project Impacts Act will come into force on a 
future date to be fixed by the Governor in Council. 

In addition, during the past year, one Crown corporation was dissolved. The Queens Quay West 
Land Corporation was created in 1936 to manage the remaining federal properties at the 
Harbourfront site in Toronto, under an agreement with the federal government. In August 1996, 
the management of the Corporation was transferred from the Canada Development Investment 
Corporation to Canada Lands Company CLC Limited, which provided staff, facilities, and 
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corporate administration necessary to finalize the sale of the remaining assets. The Queens Quay 
West Land Corporation was consequently dissolved on March 31, 2006.  

Changes in Applicability of Trade Agreements 

As part of the original Agreement on Internal Trade (AIT) signed in 1994, all government 
departments and certain other agencies were covered by the Procurement Chapter, which 
obligated them to have a transparent tendering process open to businesses across Canada. Crown 
corporations (and some other entities) were excluded. However, governments agreed to work 
towards eventually including Crown corporations. 

An annex to the agreement came into force in 2005 and extends basic obligations of transparency 
and non-discrimination to certain Crown corporations.2 It commits those Crown corporations to 
treat suppliers across the country equally, advertise procurement opportunities nationally, and 
establish a complaint process for suppliers. In addition, those Crown corporations must tender 
goods and services contracts over $500,000 and construction contracts over $5 million, unless 
covered by available exemptions. 

Governance Changes Affecting Crown Corporations   

Tabled in February 2005, the Review of the Governance Framework for Canada’s Crown 
Corporations was one initiative intended to strengthen accountability and transparency of Crown 
corporations. Since that time, action has been taken to implement the 31 measures outlined, 
through a combination of legislative and policy changes. Comprehensive guidance materials to 
implement most of the remaining measures are under development and continue to be the subject 
of consultation.

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Special Examinations 

Presently, pursuant to section 138 of the Financial Administration Act (FAA), every five years,3 
each Crown corporation4 that falls under the provisions of the FAA, as well as its wholly owned 
subsidiaries, if any, is required to be the subject of a special examination. The objective of this 
examination, conducted by the external auditor of the corporation (typically the Auditor General of 
Canada), is to determine if, in the period under examination, the corporate financial control and 
information systems were maintained, and management practices were conducted in a manner that 
provided reasonable assurance that the assets of the corporation and each subsidiary were 
safeguarded, controlled, managed economically and efficiently, and that the operations of the 
subsidiary were carried out effectively. 

During the fiscal year 2005–06, the Auditor General of Canada (unless indicated otherwise) carried 
out the following special examinations of Crown corporations: 

� Canada Lands Company Limited; 
� Canadian Broadcasting Corporation; 
� Canadian Dairy Commission; 
� Canadian Museum of Civilization; 
� Canadian Tourism Commission; 
� Cape Breton Growth Fund Corporation; 
� Laurentian Pilotage Authority; 
� Old Port of Montréal Corporation Inc.; 
� Public Sector Pension Investment Board (Deloitte & Touche LLP); 
� Queens Quay West Land Corporation;  
� Ridley Terminals Inc.; and

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Changes in Accounting Guidelines 

A new accounting guideline released by the Canadian Institute of Chartered Accountants 
requires that the financial information of variable interest entities be consolidated with those of 
the parent corporation for the purposes of transparency. 

Variable interest entities are: 

� entities that require additional financial support to operate because the owners have not put 
enough of their own equity at risk; or 

� entities that pass on the gains or losses they incur to another organization that has a 
controlling financial interest. 

There are three Crown corporations with controlling financial interests in variable interest 
entities (e.g. they benefit from the gains or are expected to cover the losses): the Canada 
Mortgage and Housing Corporation holds a controlling financial interest in the Canada Housing 
Trust; the Business Development Bank of Canada holds a controlling financial interest in the 
Business Development Bank of Canada Capital Inc.; and the Canada Deposit Insurance 
Corporation holds a controlling financial interest in Adelaide Capital Investments Inc. As per the 
new accounting guideline, consolidated financial information for all three Crown corporations 
has been included in this report, and the variable interest entities have been considered wholly 
owned subsidiaries of their respective Crown corporations for all intents and purposes. 

Overall Crown Corporation Performance 
The Financial Administration Act requires that employment and financial data, including 
aggregate borrowings of parent Crown corporations, be included in this report.  

Accordingly, Exhibits 2 to 7 provide a perspective on the overall performance of Crown 
corporations in the following areas: 

� employment; 

� assets; 

� budgetary appropriations; and 

� debt obligations. 

Financial information on individual Crown corporations is presented by ministerial portfolio as 
follows: 

� Exhibit 8 shows each corporation’s employment and financial position; and 

� Exhibit 9 provides information about each corporation’s operating results and financing.

Note that the information provided in this section excludes financial data for: 

� the Bank of Canada, the Canada Pension Plan Investment Board, and the Public Sector 
Pension Investment Board because of the unique nature of their operations and because the 
total asset holdings of these organizations would not be available to the Government of 
Canada should it choose to dissolve these Crown corporations; and 

� the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation, the Enterprise Cape Breton Corporation, the Cape 
Breton Growth Fund Corporation, and the Standards Council of Canada, as audited financial 
statements were not yet available to the Treasury Board of Canada Secretariat as of 
September 30, 2006. 

Specific information about individual Crown corporations may be found in the “Corporate 
Profiles” chapter of this report, as well as in the respective annual reports and corporate plan 
summaries of the Crown corporations. 

A glossary of the financial and employment terms used in this report is provided at the end of 
this section.  

To ensure the greatest possible accuracy, the exhibits presented in this report and all calculations 
are based on a computer database of actual figures. Results of the calculations are rounded for 
ease of presentation.  

For cases in which Crown corporations have restated financial data for previous years, readers 
should be aware that the data in this report reflect only those changes that correct errors from 
previous years. As a result of changes in their accounting policies, some corporations may have 
made amendments in their own documents and applied them retroactively to financial statements 
from previous years. Neither this report nor the database of financial information on which it is 
based reflects these amendments. 

For Crown corporations with fiscal years ending on or after July 31, 2006, this report shows 
financial data for the fiscal year ending in 2005. Accordingly, for the Canadian Dairy 
Commission and the National Arts Centre Corporation, this report covers the periods ending 
July 31, 2005, and August 31, 2005, respectively. All of the other corporations’ data are for their 
respective 2005 or 2005–06 fiscal years. 
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Employment 

Over the past year, Crown corporation employment increased by 42 employees, from 79,830 to 
79,872 (0.1 per cent increase). This is the smallest increase since 2001–02. In contrast, the 
largest single increase occurred in the 2004–05 reporting period, when total employment 
increased by 6,564 employees (9 per cent increase). This increase was largely attributable to the 
6,000 formerly independent rural delivery contractors who became employees of Canada Post 
Corporation that year.  

Over the past year, the largest fluctuations occurred for:  

� Canada Post Corporation—decrease of 912 employees (1.7 per cent decrease); 

� Royal Canadian Mint—increase of 383 employees (11.9 per cent increase); 

� Business Development Bank of Canada—increase of 145 employees (10 per cent increase);  

� Farm Credit Canada—increase of 93 employees (9 per cent increase); and 

� Defence Construction Canada—increase of 78 employees (19.3 per cent increase). 

Exhibit 2 shows the changing trend over the last five years.

Note that employment data for all Crown corporations are included in this analysis. Data for 2004–05 have been 
restated to include those Crown corporations whose data were not included in last year’s annual report to 
Parliament. 
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Assets 

As the Treasury Board of Canada Secretariat did not receive the annual reports of four Crown 
corporations in sufficient time to allow their inclusion in this report, the data are incomplete. Last 
year, the assets of these four Crown corporations totalled $1.693 billion and accounted for 
2 per cent of total assets. These amounts have not been included in this report. 

As previously noted, a new accounting guideline released by the Canadian Institute of Chartered 
Accountants requires that the assets of all variable interest entities be consolidated with those of 
the parent corporation for the purposes of transparency. As a result, consolidated asset holdings 
for Crown corporations now also include (among others) the Canada Housing Trust, a variable 
interest entity of the Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation with total assets of 
$73.208 billion. 

The total change in assets since last year for the 395 Crown corporations reported on, excluding 
the Canada Housing Trust, is an increase of $4.830 billion (from $78.485 billion to 
$83.315 billion), or 6.2 per cent.  

Assets for the Canada Housing Trust have increased by $18.233 billion , from $54.975 billion to 
$73.208 billion , an increase of 33.2 per cent. This increase is due to the annual issuance of 
Canada Mortgage Bonds (CMBs) to satisfy investors’ needs for increased mortgage funding in 
response to strong housing demand. CMBs are sold to investors and the proceeds are used to 
purchase pools of residential mortgages from lenders, thereby giving the lenders liquidity to 
originate new residential mortgages. In this manner, the CMB program increases the liquidity of 
the secondary mortgage market, which in turn increases competition, resulting in lower mortgage 
rates for consumers. 

The largest fluctuations in assets were noted for: 

� Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation (not including the Canada Housing Trust)—
$1.671 billion increase (6.3 per cent increase); 

� Farm Credit Canada—$1.171 billion increase (10.3 per cent increase); 

� Business Development Bank of Canada—$0.866 billion increase (9.2 per cent increase); and 

� Export Development Canada—$1.021 billion decrease (5 per cent decrease). 

                                                 

5. Seven Crown corporations are excluded from this analysis: as of September 30, 2006, audited financial 
statements were not yet available for the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation, the Enterprise Cape Breton 
Corporation, the Cape Breton Growth Fund Corporation, and the Standards Council of Canada. As explained 
earlier, the Public Sector Pension Investment Board, the Canada Pension Plan Investment Board, and the Bank 
of Canada have been excluded due to the nature of their operations and the nature of the assets they manage. 
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Five Crown corporations accounted for 95 per cent of the total assets reported in 2005–06: 
Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation, Export Development Canada, Farm Credit Canada, 
Business Development Bank of Canada, and Canada Post Corporation. The same five 
corporations accounted for 91 per cent of the total assets in the previous year.  

Exhibit 3 demonstrates the fluctuations in the value of the Crown corporations’ assets over the 
last five years. To provide a meaningful basis for comparison, the asset values listed below for 
all five years do not include the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation, the Enterprise Cape Breton 
Corporation, the Cape Breton Growth Fund Corporation, or the Standards Council of Canada. 
Because of significant growth—the Canada Mortgage Bonds program was established in 2001 
and has grown from $4.689 billion (2001) to $72.503 billion (2005)—Canada Housing Trust 
assets are shown separately for the purposes of clarity.

Historical results have been restated to reflect the consolidation of the Canada Housing Trust with the Canada 
Mortgage and Housing Corporation, which took effect on January 1, 2005. Data for 2001–05 exclude the Canadian 
Broadcasting Corporation, the Enterprise Cape Breton Corporation, the Cape Breton Growth Fund Corporation, and 
the Standards Council of Canada. 

Budgetary Appropriations 

Total parliamentary funding for Crown corporations decreased by $0.269 billion compared with 
the previous year, from $5.275 billion in 2004–05 to $5.006 billion in 2005–06. This 5.1 per cent 
decrease brings total parliamentary funding close to 2003–04 levels ($4.954 billion), and is the 
first time funding has decreased since 2001–02.

The largest fluctuations in funding were for: 

� Canadian Air Transport Security Authority—$0.065 billion decrease (13 per cent decrease);  

� Ridley Terminals Inc.—$0.061 billion decrease (89.5 per cent decrease)6; and 

� Canada Broadcasting Corporation—$0.052 billion decrease (5.3 per cent decrease). 

Total budgetary appropriations for the five-year period from 2001–02 to 2005–06 are shown in 
Exhibit 4. The reported figures include data from all Crown corporations, as budgetary 
appropriations are disclosed in the Main and Supplementary Estimates of the Government of 
Canada.

Six Crown corporations accounted for 80 per cent of the total appropriations received by Crown 
corporations. These were the Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation (CMHC), the Canadian 
Broadcasting Corporation, the Canadian Air Transport Security Authority, Canada Post 
Corporation, VIA Rail Canada Inc., and Atomic Energy of Canada Limited. For CMHC, which 
was the largest recipient, 95 per cent of the appropriations go to provinces for their programs, 
which assist Canadians directly with their housing needs. 

                                                 

6. Last year, Ridley Terminals Inc. received a one-time payment of $64 million to cover debts. This year, 
appropriations are $7.11 million.

Debt Obligations 

As previously noted, a new accounting guideline released by the Canadian Institute of Chartered 
Accountants requires that all variable interest entities be consolidated with those of the parent 
corporation for the purposes of transparency. 

As a result, the debt obligations of the Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation now also 
include the Canada Mortgage Bonds7 (valued at $72.53 billion) held by the Canada Housing 
Trust, a variable interest entity.  

The total change in debt obligations—consisting of debts payable to Canada and to the private 
sector—for the 39 Crown corporations reported on, excluding the Canada Housing Trust, is a 
decrease of $0.91 billion in the last reporting period, from $47.75 billion to $46.84 billion, or 
1.9 per cent. This $0.91 billion  decrease compared with last year’s data consists of the 
following: 

� a decrease of $0.17 billion (3.3 per cent decrease) of debt to Canada (from $5.21 billion to 
$5.04 billion); and  

                                                 

7. Canada Mortgage Bonds are bonds issued to finance the purchase of pools of mortgages in the form of 
mortgage-backed securities. The bonds encourage investment in residential mortgages, which in turn contributes 
to ensuring Canadians have access to affordable mortgage financing.

� a decrease of $0.74 billion (1.7 per cent decrease) of debt to the private sector (from 
$42.54 billion to $41.80 billion) . 

The Canada Housing Trust’s debt obligations increased by $18.06 billion , an increase of 
33.2 per cent, bringing the total debt obligations of the 39 Crown corporations reported on to 
$119.37 billion. Again, this increase in debt is due to the issuance of additional Canada Mortgage 
Bonds to satisfy demand from investors and is offset by a corresponding increase in assets. 

Other significant changes in total debt obligations were noted for: 

� Export Development Canada (EDC)—$2.12 billion decrease (10 per cent decrease); 

� Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation (CMHC, excluding the Canada Housing 
Trust)—$1.17 billion increase (8 per cent decrease); and  

� Farm Credit Canada (FCC)—$0.972 billion increase (11 per cent increase). 

Exhibit 6 shows the debt payable to Canada and the debt incurred in private markets, as well as 
the total debt obligations over the last five years. Readers should again note that 2005–06 does 
not include the debt obligations of the four Crown corporations whose annual reports were not 
received in time for inclusion in this analysis. The debt obligations of the Canada Housing 
Trust—consisting of obligations to holders of Canada Mortgage Bonds—are shown separately 
for the purposes of clarity. 

Exhibit 6: Total Debt Obligations of Crown Corporations, 2001–02 to 2005–06 

 
Data for 2005–06 exclude the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation, the Enterprise Cape Breton Corporation, the 
Cape Breton Growth Fund Corporation, and the Standards Council of Canada. 
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The four largest debtors in 2005–06 were the Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation 
(CMHC), Export Development Canada (EDC), Farm Credit Canada (FCC), and the Business 
Development Bank of Canada (BDC). Again, for the purposes of clarity, the Canada Housing 
Trust is presented separately. The debt held by these large debtors represents 12 per cent, 
11.2 per cent, 9.3 per cent, and 6.1 per cent, respectively (60.8 per cent for the Canada Housing 
Trust), of the total debt obligations of the 39 Crown corporations included in this year’s report. 
The same Crown corporations were also the largest debtors in 2004–05. 

Exhibit 7 presents the respective debt loads of the four largest debtors in 2005–06 compared to 
2001–02. Again, for the purposes of clarity, the Canada Housing Trust is shown separately on 
the graph.

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Glossary of Financial and Employment Terms Used in This Report 

All financial data are extracted from the Crown corporations’ audited financial statements for the 
recent fiscal year. Because the Financial Statements do not always consistently display the same 
information, certain values are adjusted as required to provide a meaningful basis for 
comparison. Items are listed in the order in which they appear in the summary exhibits. 

Exhibit 8 Terminology (table follows on page 18): 

Total assets represents all assets reported by the corporation in its audited financial statements.  

Current liabilities represents all current year liabilities reported by the corporation in its audited 
financial statements. 

Long-term liabilities represents all long-term (over several years) liabilities reported by the 
corporation in its audited financial statements, including deferred capital funding. 

Equity represents the equity of Canada. For some corporations, the excess of assets over 
liabilities is not deemed to be equity of Canada because of the nature of their operations 
(e.g. marketing boards). 

Employment represents the number of full-time employees obtained from sources such as an 
annual report, financial statements, or a corporate plan and are as at the fiscal year-end of the 
Crown corporation. The figure includes the full-time staff and others employed outside of 
Canada by the parent corporation and its wholly owned subsidiaries. The exceptions are data for 
the Canada Development Investment Corporation, which relate to the parent corporation only, 
and data for the four pilotage authorities, which include contract pilots.  

Exhibit 9 Terminology (table follows on page 20): 

Net income represents after-tax income, where applicable, and any extraordinary items. It 
includes parliamentary appropriations where the corporation has included these in the 
computation of net income. In some cases, net income is the “excess of parliamentary 
appropriations over cost of operations” or “excess of proceeds over expenditures.” A negative 
net income (i.e. a net loss) is shown in parentheses. 

Borrowings from the private sector include short- and long-term borrowings, capital leases 
and any other debt-like instruments. For the Canadian Dairy Commission and Freshwater Fish 
Marketing Corporation, loans may include payments accruing to dairy producers and fishers. 
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Borrowings from Canada include short- and long-term borrowings, advances from the 
Government of Canada for working capital or other purposes, and other debt-like instruments.  

Budgetary appropriations refers to parliamentary funding for capital and operating purposes. 
The amounts exclude8 grants and contributions paid to Crown corporations where they qualify as 
members of a general class of recipients. Budgetary appropriations increase the expenditures of 
Canada and thus have a direct impact on the amount of the government’s surplus or deficit. 

Dividends represents those declared by the corporation during its fiscal year. This figure 
includes cash recoveries by Canada (where applicable) and other types of payments or 
contributions made to Canada (excluding repayments of debt-like instruments). Dividends may 
be paid by the corporation to the Government of Canada before or after the corporation’s 
year-end.

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IV. Other Corporate Interests of Canada 
This chapter provides information on: 

� share capital corporations partially owned by the federal government; 

� corporations without share capital (e.g. not-for-profit corporations) for which the government 
has a legal right to appoint, or approve the appointment of, at least one member to the board 
of directors or other governing body; and 

� organizations formed pursuant to an international agreement where the federal government 
holds shares in the organization or has a right to appoint, or approve the appointment of, 
some number of members to the governing body. 

For share-capital corporations, the listing shows the degree of federal ownership. For 
non-share-capital corporations, the ratio of the allowable number of federally appointed board 
members over the total number of board members is shown. 

The latter is intended to illustrate the degree of federal influence over an entity in cases where 
control cannot be expressed in terms of share ownership. Thus, in this context, a “federal 
appointee” may be an individual appointed by Order of the Governor in Council or by any one of 
a number of other mechanisms. Examples of such mechanisms may include appointment by a 
minister or by a Crown corporation. Federal public servants occupying board positions on an 
ex officio basis are also counted as federal appointees for these purposes. 

This chapter does not include departmental corporations such as the Canadian Food Inspection 
Agency. Although they are similar to Crown corporations in that they are wholly owned by the 
federal government, departmental corporations are specifically excluded from the Financial 
Administration Act (FAA) definition of a “Crown corporation.” Instead, departmental 
corporations are defined as departments under the FAA and, as such, are subject to a different 
accountability regime. 

Corporations named in this chapter are grouped as follows: 

Mixed Enterprises 

These are corporate entities whose shares are partially owned by Canada, through a minister. 
Private-sector parties own the remaining shares. As of March 31, 2006, there are no entities to report. 

Joint Enterprises 

These are corporate entities whose shares are partially owned by Canada, through a minister. 
However, the balance of shares is owned by another level of government. 
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International Organizations 

International organizations are corporate entities created pursuant to international agreements 
under which Canada either holds shares or has a right to appoint or elect some number of 
members to a governing body. 

Shared-governance Corporations 

This category includes corporate entities without share capital for which Canada, either directly 
or through a Crown corporation, has a right pursuant to statute, articles of incorporation, letters 
patent, by-law, or any contractual agreement (including funding or contribution agreements) to 
appoint or nominate one or more voting members to the governing body. 

Corporations under the terms of the Bankruptcy and Insolvency Act

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Bankruptcy and Insolvency Act 

As per section 147 of the Bankruptcy and Insolvency Act (BIA), each time a trustee in 
bankruptcy makes a payment to a creditor in response to a claim against a bankrupt private-
sector corporation, the Superintendent of Bankruptcy is paid a levy.  

A trustee in bankruptcy is a person appointed by the bankruptcy court to oversee the distribution 
of the assets of a bankrupt corporation to its creditors. 

Although the levy is typically a dollar percentage of each claim (fixed by the BIA), in rare cases, 
shares are provided in lieu of a cash payment. The Superintendent of Bankruptcy holds these 
shares on behalf of the Crown until all restrictions on their sale have expired and the shares are 
either sold for cash, transferred, or are deemed worthless. 

It is worth noting that most of the shares the Superintendent receives as a levy do not produce 
revenue for the Crown. Nevertheless, the Office of the Superintendent of Bankruptcy maintains 
records relating to all shares received as a levy. The current share holdings are listed below in order 
of the date on which the government took on shares and will remain listed until disposed of.

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VI. Tabling of Crown Corporations’ Reports in Parliament 
A report on the tabling of Crown corporations’ reports is required under subsection 152(1) of the 
Financial Administration Act (FAA). The report must indicate those corporate plan summaries 
and annual reports that were to be tabled in Parliament by July 31 and those that were actually 
tabled. 

Notably, Crown corporations report to Parliament through the corporate plan summary and the 
annual report. For each Crown corporation listed in Parts I and II of Schedule III of the FAA, the 
responsible minister tables a corporate plan summary, a capital budget summary, and an annual 
report in Parliament. In addition, an operating budget summary is tabled for those Crown 
corporations listed in Part I of Schedule III.1 Thus a total of 37 Crown corporations (out of a 
possible 46) are required under the FAA to submit reports, and therefore only their data have 
been included in this chapter. 

These corporate plan and budget summaries inform Parliament as to the strategic priorities and 
financial position of each Crown corporation. The summaries are based on the approved 
corporate plan and budgets, and cover the planned or future businesses, activities, and 
investments of a corporation and, where applicable, of its wholly owned subsidiaries. The 
follow-up annual report in turn informs Parliament of the corporation’s actual performance 
relative to the objectives, strategies, and activities approved by the government and tabled in the 
previous corporate plan and budget summaries. 

Deadlines for Tabling in Parliament and Results Achieved 

The deadlines for tabling, before each House of Parliament, the corporate plan summary, budget 
summaries, and annual report are provided in law as follows: 

Corporate Plan or Amended Corporate Plan Summary: Thirty sitting days after approval by 
the Governor in Council of the corporate plan. 

Capital and Operating Budget Summaries: Thirty sitting days after Treasury Board approval 
of the budget. Where the operating and/or capital budgets are incorporated into the corporate 
plan, the deadline for the budget summaries is reported as the same as that for the corporate plan 
summary. 

                                                 

1. The Bank of Canada, Canada Council for the Arts, Canada Pension Plan Investment Board, Canadian 
Broadcasting Corporation, Canadian Race Relations Foundation, International Development Research Centre, 
National Arts Centre Corporation, Public Sector Pension Investment Board, and Telefilm Canada are not 
required to submit corporate plans for the approval of the Governor in Council or submit summaries of corporate 
plan, capital, and/or operating budgets for tabling in Parliament. 
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Twenty-nine of the 37 corporations that must submit corporate plans had corporate plans that 
were approved such that their summaries became due between August 1, 2005, and July 31, 
2006. Of those 29 corporations, 26 tabled their required summaries by their deadlines. There 
were eight additional corporations whose corporate plan approval (or lack thereof) did not trigger 
the tabling deadlines (30 sitting days after approvals) for the required summaries to fall within 
the period under review. 

Annual Report: A corporation is to submit, to the appropriate minister, an annual report within 
three months of its financial year-end. The appropriate minister has 15 sitting days to table the 
annual report in each House of Parliament. The deadlines for annual reports are calculated from 
the date on which the responsible minister acknowledges receipt of the report, if known, or 
three months following the fiscal year-end of the corporation, whichever is earlier. 

All tabling deadlines are based on actual sitting days, not projected sitting days. Since future 
sitting days cannot be predicted, deadlines falling after July 31, 2006, have not been included. 

Thirty-six of the 37 corporations that had annual reports with tabling deadlines that fell within 
the period August 1, 2005, to July 31, 2006 were tabled on time.  

Overall Results: As noted above, a high proportion of corporations tabled their various 
documents (annual reports, corporate plan summaries, and capital and operating budget 
summaries) in accordance with statutory deadlines this year, signalling a notable improvement 
over last year.  

Despite the positive results for corporations with new reports that came due during this year’s 
reporting period, there were still numerous outstanding reports that were already late from the 
previous reporting cycle. When the number of reports that were already late is combined with 
those whose corporate plan approvals did not trigger tabling dates within the review period, the 
statistics present less favourable results overall. 

Exhibit 10 provides summary statistics on all late tablings for the period ending July 31, 2006. 
Although there were fewer individual reports tabled late overall (59 in 2006 versus 97 in 2005), 
the proportion of those reports that were tabled significantly late (over 30 sitting days after the 
deadline) is almost double that of last year (53 per cent in 2006 versus 29 per cent in 2005). 

Some late tablings may be attributable to the electoral period, the results of which introduced 
new ministers and staff to each portfolio. Corporate plans were then presented for approval upon 
resumption of Parliament as soon as practicable. However, in certain cases, more than the 
allowable 30 sitting days elapsed before tabling of the summaries.  
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The Treasury Board of Canada Secretariat continues to assess the late tablings occurring over the 
past 15 years and has undertaken an analysis of the multiple distinct root causes for lateness. 
Given the many and varied factors affecting the timeliness of tabling these documents, some of 
which are beyond the control of the individual Crown corporations or responsible ministers, a 
wide range of solutions will need to be entertained in order to substantially reduce late tablings in 
the coming years. Proposals to improve the consultative process and its associated timelines and 
to better track the flow of the documentation through this process are currently under 
development. 

Subsection 152(2) of the FAA requires the Auditor General of Canada to include, in her annual 
report to Parliament, a statement attesting to the accuracy of the information contained in this 
chapter. The information reported in this chapter was audited by the Auditor General of Canada, 
and her report is included as an appendix to this chapter. 
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Auditor's Report 

To the House of Commons:  

As required by subsection 152(2) of the Financial Administration Act, I have audited, for the 
year ended 31 July 2006, the information presented in the report Tabling of Crown 
Corporations’ Reports in Parliament included in the 2006 Annual Report to Parliament—Crown 
Corporations and Other Corporate Interests of Canada. The reports are the responsibility of the 
President of the Treasury Board. My responsibility is to express an opinion on the information 
included in the report, as required by section 152, based on my audit.  

I conducted my audit in accordance with the standards for assurance engagements established by 
the Canadian Institute of Chartered Accountants. Those standards require that I plan and perform 
an audit to obtain reasonable assurance as to whether the information disclosed in the report is 
free of significant misstatement. My audit included examining, on a test basis, evidence 
supporting the dates and other disclosures provided in the report.  

In my opinion, the information presented in the report Tabling of Crown Corporations’ Reports 
in Parliament is accurate, in all significant respects, in accordance with its section Deadlines for 
Tabling in Parliament and Results Achieved.

RTI owns and operates its marine terminal on Ridley Island in 
Prince Rupert, British Columbia. Its train-unloading and ship-loading infrastructure and equipment are 
located on land leased from the Prince Rupert Port Authority.  

To achieve its mandate, RTI continues in its efforts to attract additional volumes of coal from Northern 
Alberta and Northeastern British Columbia through continued active and visible marketing of the 
capacities and advantages of the terminal. The Corporation puts considerable effort into achieving 
agreements for other commodities and products, such as sulphur and wood pellets to diversify the 
products being handled through the terminal. Ridley operates seven days per week, 12 hours per day, 
and is re-certified under the ISO 14001 and OHSAS 18000 standards.

The Royal Canadian Mint (RCM) is responsible for minting the nation’s circulation coins. Founded in 1908 
as a branch of the Mint of the United Kingdom, the RCM’s operations were devolved to the Crown in right 
of Canada in 1931. Initially a departmental agency of the government, the RCM was incorporated by 
legislation in 1969. In 1987, a share-capital structure was created for the RCM. In 1999, the legislation 
was further amended to give the RCM the rights, powers, privileges, and capacity of a natural person.  

As a commercial Crown corporation, the Mint generates commercial revenues by offering a wide range of 
specialized coin products and related services, both nationally and internationally. 

The RCM owns two facilities—one in Ottawa and the other in Winnipeg. The Ottawa facility houses the 
corporate head offices, the gold refinery, and the production facilities for numismatic and bullion coins, 
medals, and medallions. The Winnipeg Plant, which includes a plating facility, produces all of Canada’s 
circulation coins (1,519 billion coins in 2005), as well as circulation coins for certain foreign countries 
(1,120 billion coins in 2005) on an export basis.

The government responded by establishing the Standards Council of 
Canada (SCC) through the Standards Council of Canada Act, which received Royal Assent in 1970. 

The SCC represents Canada’s interests in standards-related matters in foreign and international forums. 
The SCC performs accreditation of Canadian standards development organizations and conformity 
assessment organizations in Canada and other countries, as designated in the Standards Council of 
Canada Act. SCC also serves as Canada’s World Trade Organization/North American Free Trade 
Agreement (WTO/NAFTA) Enquiry Point. 

SCC activities are guided by the updated Canadian Standards Strategy (CSS) 2005–2008, a blueprint for 
standardization activity in Canada.
