Terms are defined under the first table in
which they appear.

TABLE 1

Province

Province or territory of residence of the
beneficiary. The beneficiaries living outside
Canada appear in the Category “Outside

Canada”.

Number of Benefits

Number of benefits paid in the month
including benefits paid for the first time.

To obtain the number of beneficiaries, the
number of combined pensions must be
deducted from the “Total” column.

Others

Represents the benefits paid by the
supplementary cheques system and under
international agreements on social security
which cannot, at this time, be distributed by
province, age, sex, etc.

Combined Pensions

Persons receiving a survivor’s pension may
also be entitled to a retirement or disability
pension based on their own CPP
contributions. In these cases, the surviving
spouse receives a combined
survivor/retirement pension or a
survivor/disability pension. These pensions
are included in their respective category, as
well as in the “Combined” category.
