Under section 11 of the Statistics Act with the statistical bureaus of
Newfoundland, New Brunswick, Quebec, Ontario, Manitoba,
Saskatchewan, Alberta and British Columbia. Statistics Canada only
enters into section 11 agreements with provincial statistical agencies
that have statistics acts similar to the federal act. These agencies
have the authority to collect this information and the same provisions
for confidentiality and penalties for disclosure of information as the
Federal Statistics Act;

Under section 12 of the Statistics Act with the Newfoundland
Department of Mines and Energy, the Prince Edward Island
Department of the Provincial Treasury, the Nova Scotia Department
of Finance, the Nova Scotia Department of Natural Resources, the
New Brunswick Department of Natural Resources and Energy, the
Ontario Ministry of Northern Development and Mines, the Manitoba
Industry, Trade and Mines, the Saskatchewan Department of Energy
and Mines (see below), the Budget Planning and Economics Division
of Alberta Treasury, the British Columbia Ministry of Employment and
Investment, the Northwest Territories Bureau of Statistics, the
Nunavut Bureau of Statistics, the Yukon Bureau of Statistics and
Natural Resources Canada.

Department of Energy and Mines, Statistics Canada is collecting the
information for itself pursuant to the Statistics Act and on behalf of the
Saskatchewan Department of Energy and Mines pursuant to The
Mineral Resources Act (Saskatchewan).
