The ATC classification – structure and principles

Page 75-5300-412.1

ATC pharmacological / therapeutic 1    level groups and 2      level subgroups

Medicinal products are classified according to the main therapeutic use of the main active ingredient, 
on the basic principle of only one ATC code for each pharmaceutical formulation (i.e. similar ingredients,
strength and pharmaceutical form). A medicinal product can be given more than one ATC code if it is
available in two or more strengths or formulations with clearly different therapeutic uses. 

In the ATC classification system, the drugs are divided into different groups according to the organ or
system on which they act and their chemical, pharmacological and therapeutic properties. Drugs are
classified in groups at five different levels. The drugs are divided into fourteen main groups (1    level), with
one pharmacological/therapeutic subgroup (2     level). The 3    and 4    levels are
chemical/pharmacological/therapeutic subgroups and the 5    level is the chemical substance. The 2    , 3   
and 4    levels are often used to identify pharmacological subgroups when that is considered more
appropriate than therapeutic or chemical subgroups.

The Anatomical Therapeutic Chemical (ATC) system is recognized by the World Health Organization
(WHO) as an international standard for drug utilization studies. The purpose of the ATC system is to serve
as a tool for drug utilization research in order to improve quality of drug use. ATC codes are maintained by
the WHO Collaborating Centre for Drug Statistics Methodology in Oslo, Norway.
