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CHAPTER H-5 

HIGHWAY TRAFFIC ACT 

FEES REGULATIONS 

Pursuant to section 65 of the Highway Traffic Act R.S.P.E.I. 1988, Cap. 
H-5, Council made the following regulations: 

1. (1) The annual registration fee for private passenger vehicles, taxi-
cabs, and trucks less than 3859 kg, not otherwise listed shall be $80. 

(2) The renewal fee for a vehicle with a personalized license plate shall 
be the registration fee for the vehicle under these regulations plus $20. 
(EC309/93; 269/97; 190/01) 

2. (1) In respect of the registration of a vehicle specified in section 1, 3 
or 5 for a period other than twelve months, the registration fee shall be 
determined by dividing the appropriate annual registration fee by twelve 
and multiplying the result by the number of months for which the vehicle 
is registered for use, including the month of expiry of the registration. 

(2) Subsection (1) does not apply to motorcycles or motorscooters. 
(EC309/93) 

3. (1) The annual registration fee for vehicles listed in column 1 of Table 
1 shall be as set out in column 2 thereof.

5. (1) The annual registration fee for trucks as set out in Table 3 will be 
based on the gross vehicle mass, if the gross mass is equal to or greater 
than 3859 kg (the gross mass including the mass of the vehicle and the 
load carried with all equipment). 

(2) The annual registration fee for a public passenger bus as set out in 
Table 3 shall be based on its unladen mass plus 64 kg for each passenger

(3) The annual registration period for vehicles registered under the 
International Registration Plan (IRP) is set in accordance with the 
registration year of the plate jurisdiction.

6. A truck-tractor registered under Table 3 shall be registered for the 
combined gross mass of the combination truck-tractor, trailer, and the 
mass of any load carried on the trailer. (EC309/93) 

7. The fee for a driver’s license is $50 for a three-year period.

8. The fees for the miscellaneous services and documents set out in 
column 1 of Table 4 are as set out in column 2 thereof.

10. (1) Subject to subsection 4(2), refunds shall be calculated by 
dividing the appropriate annual registration fee by twelve, multiplying 
the result by the number of unused months remaining in the registration 
period and subtracting an administration charge of

(b) $10 in the case of vehicles referred to in section 5.

(2) A refund shall be made for any unused month for which a refund is 
requested if the PRP plates, registration permits or CAB cards are 
surrendered. 

(3) A refund shall not be made for any amount less than $10 for 
vehicles referred to in section 5. 

(4) A refund shall not be made in respect of the registration of 
motorcycles or motorscooters. (EC309/93) 

11. (1) The fees for inspections and related services and documents set 
out in column 1 of Table 6 are as set out in column 2 thereof. 

(2) The fee for the inspection of commercial vehicles of a type set out 
in column 1 of Table 6.1 is calculated by using the following formula: 

       A × B

where 
A is the lesser of 

(i) the number of minutes of shop time taken to conduct the 
inspection, 
(ii) the maximum number of minutes of shop time chargeable for 
the vehicle; 

B is the hourly shop labour rate charged by the motor vehicle inspection 
station when the commercial vehicle is inspected. 

(3) The maximum number of minutes of shop time chargeable for the 
inspection of a commercial vehicle of a type set out in column 1 of Table 
6.1 is the amount of shop time set out in column 2 thereof. 

(4) The owner or operator of a motor vehicle inspection station shall 
post and make clearly visible, for customers, the hourly shop labour rate.
