RULE 69
MENTAL INCOMPETENCY PROCEEDINGS

PROCEDURE

69.01 Proceedingsin the Supreme Court rdating to the menta incompetency of
persons shdl be in accordance with the provisons of the Public Trustee
Act but these rules, with necessary modifications, shal apply to such
procesdi ngs except to the extent of any inconsstency with the said Satute.

69.02 In addition to filing yearly accounts, the committee, except when the
committeeis the Public Trustee, shdl pass its accounts from time to time at
such intervals as the court, through the Registrar, directs.

69.03 The accounts shdl contain a true and perfect inventory of the whole
property in question, including,

(& anaccount showing of what the origina estate conssted;
(b) anaccount of adl the money received,

(¢) anaccount of dl the money disbursed;

(d) anaccount of dl the property remaining on hand;

(e) adatement of compensation, if any, clamed by committee;
(f)  such other accounts as the Prothonotary requires.

69.04 In passng the accounts, the Prothonotary may cause parties to be
examined, and to produce books, papers and writings, as he thinks fit and
may determine what books, papers and writings are to be produced, and
where and how long they areto be left in his office or the court.

69.05 TheProthonotary has the authority to order the committee to commission,
or to directly commission an audit of the accounts by a qudified person or
firm.

69.06 In addition to rendering just and true accounts of the edtate to the
recovered individua or his persond representative as called for by Section
R d thePublic Trustee Act, the court may require the committee to pass
its accounts.
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
