PARTICULAR PROCEEDINGS QUICK RULING

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

75.01 This ruleisintended to provide a quick and inexpensive procedure for
resolving disputes.

Definitions
75.02 Inthisrule, unless the context requires otherwise,

(@ "dispute’ means a dispute between persons which is being
litigated, or is likely to be litigated, under these rules, except
one which may aise in a divorce or other matrimonial
proceeding,

(b) "party" meansaperson involved in adispute whether or not a
proceeding has been commenced under these rules.

Special Judges

75.03 TheChid dudtice of the Trid Divison may assign one or more judges to be
specia judges for the purpose of thisrule.

Request for a Quick Ruling

75.04 (1) A party to adispute may request the consent of the other party to
submit the whole or any part of the dispute to a quick ruling.

(2) Areguesunde paragraph (1) shal be madein writing and shall Sate
(@ that herequestsaquick ruling, and
(b) that herequiresthe opposdite party to agreein writing

If a gpecid judge decides that the dispute is not one upon which a
quick ruling can be made, he may treet the hearing as a conference
between the parties and

(b) gvedrections which he considers necessary or advisable with
respect to resolving the dispute.

Non-acceptance of Quick Ruling

Within 5 days after a quick ruling is given, a party may file with the
Registrar and serve on every party a Notice of Non-acceptance
(Form 75A).

If a Notice of Non-acceptance is filed under paragraph (1), the
Regdtrar shal not permit anyone except the parties to see elther the
transcript or the quick ruling, unless the specid judge orders
otherwise and the documents rlating to the quick ruling shal not be
included or referred to in the trid record.

The transcript of the hearing may be used in cross-examination a a
subsequent tria or hearing with respect to the dispute.

If a party files and serves a Notice of Non-acceptance under
paragraph (1), and the result of a subsequent trid or hearing with

(@ thesameasthequick ruling, or
(b) lessadvantageous than the quick ruling to that party,

then, unless ordered otherwise, any costs which he is ordered to pay
shall be increased by the Prothonotary by 50% and any codts
ordered to be paid to him shall be decreased by the Prothonotary by
50%.

Acceptance of Quick Ruling

75.08 A party who does not file and serve a Notice of Non-acceptance shdl be
deemed to accept the quick ruling.

Signing and Entering Final Judgment

75.09 Ifdl parties accept or are deemed to accept the quick ruling, any of them
may prepare a Judgment on Quick Ruling (Form 75B) and present it to the
Regigtrar to be sgned and entered.

Appeals
75.10 (1) A decison of aspecid judge under this rule cannot be gppealed.

(2) Ajudgment sgned and entered under Rule 75.09 may be appedled
on procedura grounds only.

Limitation on Special Judges

75.11 A spadd judge who conducts a hearing under this rule shdl not participate
in any subsequent proceeding involving the same or any part of the same
dispute, unless the Chief Jugtice of the Trid Divison orders otherwise.
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
