ANNOUNCEMENT

On November 30, 2000, Bill No. 75 the Law Reform (2000) Act received royd assent. Section V11|
of this Act amends cartain sections of the Pension Benefits Act effective June 4, 2001, as follows:

Clause 26 amends the definition of "spousg" in the Pension Benefits Act by repeding
Section 2(g)(iv) and adds a definition of “common-law partner” under Section 2(ga).

Clause 27 repeds Section 61 of thePension Benefits Act, which deds with the divison
of pension benefits on marriage breakdown, and replaces it with anew Section providing
for thedivison of pensonsor pension benefits as prescribed.

Clause 28 adds a provision to the Pension Benefits Act providing for garnishment or
atachment of penson benefits, retirement savings or annuities pursuant to the
Maintenance Enforcement Act.

Clause 29 amends the regulation-making power in the Pension Benefits Act in relation
to divison of pensions and pension benefits on the breakdown of amarriage or common-
law partnership and adds regulation-making powersin relaion to the divison of benefits.

Clause 30 amends various provisons of the Pension Benefits Act to extend the
application of that Act to common law partners.
