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Why Are Young Students in
BC Having Such a Hard
Time Finding Work?

Next to Newfoundland, BC’s
young students appear to have
the most difficulty finding work
in the country.

It’s not for lack of trying.  In fact,
close to one in five young
students, who want a job, are
looking for work but unable to
find one.

BC students, in the college and
university age group, seem to
have a somewhat easier time, but
they too have fewer
opportunities than in most other
provinces.
