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SALES TAX & REBATE

An 8% provincial Retail Sales Tax (RST)
applies to most purchases in Ontario, and
most goods and services are subject to the
federal 6% Goods and Services Tax (GST).
If you reside outside Canada, you may be
eligible to reclaim GST paid on purchases
during your visit, but please note that your
receipts must be stamped before you leave
Canada or no refund will be issued. Visitors
can get their receipts stamped at participating
duty-free shops for an immediate refund (up
to $500 Canadian) or at Canada Customs
Offices, for a mail-back refund.

Visitors to Ontario are also eligible to
reclaim the provincial 8% RST paid on
goods permanently removed from Ontario
within 30 days of purchase. Please note that
a refund is not available for the RST paid on
accommodation or on taxable services. For

The multi-lane divided Highway 401 also
provides convenient travel through the province,
starting at the Quebec border and stretching
to the U.S. border crossing at Windsor-Detroit.

The QEW, (Queen Elizabeth Way), begins
in Toronto and travels along Lake Ontario
through Hamilton and onto Niagara Falls to
the U.S. border crossing at the Peace Bridge.
