2 Clients Residing With Parent/Guardian

3 To Reduce Wait Times

To reduce wait times at issuing offices, avoid peak periods in the day (afternoons and end of the month), especially at the  
Yellowknife office.

4 Come Prepared

Come prepared. Double check your documentation before going to the issuing office to avoid unnecessary delays - use the checklists 
provided.

Staff in issuing offices are pleased to provide service. In return, please be patient and courteous. The Department of Transportation  
upholds a zero tolerance policy on abuse of employees.
