INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING APPLICATION
FOR REFUND OF MOTIVE FUEL TAX

To comply with the provisions of The Motive Fuel Tax Act the following must be observed:
INVOICES

Claimants must submit paid invoices in support of their claim for tax refund not more than
3 months after the date of export of the motive fuel and the quantity represented by the
invoices must agree with the Export Statement and the Statement of Claim.

CERTIFICATION BY THE JURISDICTION TO WHICH THE MOTIVE FUEL HAS BEEN
EXPORTED

A written certification by the jurisdiction to which the motive fuel has been exported must
be included with the claim. This certification must state that the tax has been paid to that
jurisdiction on the motive fuel in respect of which the refund is claimed, or that no tax is
payable to that jurisdiction. Copies of tax returns filed with that jurisdiction may be
submitted with proof of payment (receipt) provided the information contained therein is
satisfactory to the Minister.

DOCUMENTARY EVIDENCE OF EXPORT

(a) Meter tickets/bills of lading for each export must be attached to the respective invoice
and submitted with the claim. The meter ticket/bill of lading must include the date and
point of shipment, type and volume of product carried and the names and addresses
of the supplier, carrier and purchaser.

(b) International fuel exports must be supported by the Canada Border Services Agency
Export Form B-13, certified by the Canada Border Services Agency authority at the
port of exit. Form B-13 must be attached to each respective invoice submitted for
refund of tax.
