Other communities in the group are Powell, Red
Deer Lake and National Mills. A cottage area,
formerly the community of Westgate, is part of
the area.

Baden was recognized as a community in 1986.
It is represented by a contact person and is ad-
ministered under The Northern Affairs Act.
