Duck Bay is situated on a peninsula on the
western shore of Lake Winnipegosis. It is bor-
dered on the south by the Pine Creek Indian
Reserve. PR# 272 provides access through the
reserve to PTH #20, which goes 128 kilometres
south to Dauphin, or 105 kilometres west to
Swan River.

The region has a limestone, shale, and sand-
stone base with light soil cover. It is sparsely
forested and dotted with small lakes.

The community has been governed by a mayor
and council under The Northern Affairs Act,
since June 1971.
