Community Status 
The community of Easterville developed beside 
the Chemawawin Indian Reserve. It is located 
on the south shore of Cedar Lake about 40 
kilometres by air west of Grand Rapids.  
 
The community and reserve relocated to this site 
in 1962-63 as a result of the flooding of Cedar 
Lake caused by construction of the hydro dam 
on the Saskatchewan River, where it enters 
Lake Winnipeg at Grand Rapids. 
 
The area is a mixture of rock outcrops, small 
pockets of marsh and black spruce timber. 
Some parts of the timber can be selectively har-
vested. 
 
Road access is provided by PR #327, which 
connects both PTH #6 and PTH #10. Both 
Grand Rapids and The Pas are about 100 km 
from Easterville. 
 
Easterville is governed by a mayor and council 
under The Northern Affairs Act.

Economic Overview 
The most important economic activity is the commer-
cial fishing on Cedar Lake. The local fish station 
packs fish for transportation to The Pas. 
 
Community trappers share the Cedar Lake (Easter-
ville) and Grand Rapids Registered Trap Line Zones 
with residents of Grand Rapids. Trapping is the sec-
ond most important source of income. 
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
