Community Status 
Mallard is located on the south-east end of Wa-
terhen Lake, approximately 288 kilometres 
northwest of Winnipeg, 96 km from Dauphin, 
and 78 km to Winnipegosis to the southwest. 
 
Neighbouring communities are Skownan, the 
Waterhen Indian Reserve and the community of 
Waterhen. 
 
Mallard was recognized by the department in 
May 1970, and is represented by a mayor and 
council under The Northern Affairs Act.

Fire fighting capability is based on a pumper truck and 
equipment from the community fire hall with back-up 
from the Waterhen Fire Department through a mutual 
aid agreement. Additional portable forestry-style 
equipment is available for grass and brush fires. Call

Police response is from the Winnipegosis detach-

Medical response is based in Waterhen, with a full 
ambulance service providing transport to Winnipe-
gosis. Call 911 for emergency service.

Water 
A deep well provides the community water supply. 
The water is chlorinated and piped water is distributed 
throughout the community. 
 
Waste Disposal 
A solid-waste disposal site exists near the community 
with weekly garbage pickup by the Public Works em-
ployee. The Solid Waste site is open 12 hours per 
week. 
 
Sewage is collected by pipe throughout the commu-
nity and sent to a sewage treatment plant (SBR).  
There are a few houses within the community that 
have their own wells and have the sewage hauled to 
the SBR plant for treatment.

Children are transported to the Waterhen School, 
operated by Frontier School Division in Waterhen, 
along with students from Rock Ridge, Salt Point and 
Waterhen.
