Water is pumped once a year when there is minimum
turbidity from Lake Manitoba into a reservoir. In turn, it
is filtered and chlorinated and pumped and stored in
the pumphouse where residents can pick up quanti-
ties as required.

Sewage is treated by means of septic tank and fields
by the individual home owners.
