Water is pumped from Lake Winnipegosis to a dugout
reservoir. From the reservoir, it is chlorinated and fed
to a centrally located pumphouse. Piped distribution
exists in most of the community.

There is a solid-waste disposal site located near the
community and shared with Shoal River Indian Re-
serve.

A low-pressure sewage collection system transfers
sewage to a lagoon for treatment.

Frontier School Division operates the Pelican Rapids

Economic Overview

Economic activity is largely confined to trapping and
commercial fishing. The community is located in the
Porcupine and Shoal River RTL zones. Trappers from
surrounding communities also use this RTL zone.
Fishers from Pelican Rapids deliver their catch to the
Dawson Bay fish station. Some winter fishing occurs.
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
