Survivors of the Holocaust and Residential Schdbksy children and grandchildren will
discuss their experiences of historical traumaiajustice, healing and recovery, the
work of keeping memories alive, and reconciliatibhe program will explore parallels
and differences between the Jewish and Aborigegddies, and focus on the need of
injured communities to remember and to speak.

“This event is a coming together of two communitiest know firsthand the lasting
effects of racist government policies,” said Consiuser Marie Wilson, who will

observe the discussion and offer reflections oraliet the TRC. “We also know the
importance of sharing our truths; a great deal &ake if these truths can be forgotten or
denied.”

Dr. David B. MacDonald, Associate Professor of fl Science at the University of
Guelph, will facilitate the program.

"While the Holocaust is unique in terms of its kdity and its cold, premeditated intent,
there are many lessons that can be applied to exanples of collective trauma and
tragedy,” he said. “I hope we can learn from Suswsvof both the Holocaust and the
Indian Residential Schools as we seek to move farwéth truth and reconciliation.”
