health and the degree of environmental and public 
exposure to the substance; 

(i) the name of every government department or 
agency, either outside or within Canada, to which the 
person proposing the significant new activity has pro-
vided information regarding the use of the substance 
and, if known, the department’s or agency’s file num-
ber and, if any, the outcome of the department’s or 
agency’s assessment and the risk management actions 
in relation to the substance imposed by the department 
or agency;

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(m) in the case of a significant new activity described in  
subparagraph 2(a)(ii) or (iii) or paragraph 2(b), the test 
data and the test report from the following: 

(i) a toxicity test in respect of the substance that is 
conducted in accordance with the methodology 
described in the OECD Guidelines for the Testing of 
Chemicals, Test No. 428, entitled Skin Absorption: 
In Vitro Method, of at least 24 hours in duration and 
using rat skin, that is current at the time the test is 
conducted,

(ii) a toxicity test in respect of the substance that is 
conducted in accordance with the methodology 
described in the OECD Guidelines for the Testing of 
Chemicals, Test No. 428, entitled Skin Absorption: 
In Vitro Method, of at least 24 hours in duration and 
using human skin, that is current at the time the test 
is conducted, and

(iii) a toxicity test in respect of the substance that is 
conducted in accordance with the methodology 
described in the OECD Guidelines for the Testing of 
Chemicals, Test No. 427, entitled Skin Absorption: 
In Vivo Method, of at least 24 hours in duration and 
using rats, that is current at the time the test is 
conducted.

5. The tests referred to in paragraphs 4(g), 4(l) and 4(m) 
must be conducted in accordance with the OECD Princi-
ples of Good Laboratory Practice set out in Annex II of the 
Decision of the Council Concerning the Mutual Accept-
ance of Data in the Assessment of Chemicals, adopted on 
May  12, 1981, that are current at the time the tests are 
conducted. 

6. The information in item 4 will be assessed within 90 days 
after the day on which it is received by the Minister of the 
Environment.

Transitional provisions

7. Despite item 2, in the period between the date of publi-
cation of the present notice and December 6, 2020, a sig-
nificant new activity is

(a) the use of the substance in a quantity greater than 
or equal to 100 kg in the manufacture of any of the fol-
lowing products in which the substance is present in a 
concentration equal to or greater than 0.1% by weight:

(i) a toy or a child care article, as defined in section 1 
of the Phthalates Regulations,

(ii) a natural health product, as defined in subsec-
tion  1(1) of the Natural Health Products Regula-
tions, or any other drug, as defined in section 2 of the 
Food and Drugs Act, or

8. For greater certainty, in respect of calendar year 2020, 
the quantity of substance that is used before December 6 
of that calendar year is not considered for the purposes of 
item 2. 

EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This explanatory note is not part of the Significant New Activity 
Notice.)

Description

This Significant New Activity (SNAc) Notice is a legal 
instrument adopted by the Minister of the Environment 
pursuant to section  85 of the Canadian Environmental 
Protection  Act,  1999 (the Act) to apply the SNAc provi-
sions of that Act to the substance 1,2-cyclohexanedicarb-
oxylic acid, 1-butyl 2-(phenylmethyl) ester, Chemical 
Abstracts Service Registry No. 1200806-67-2. The Notice is 
now in force. It is therefore mandatory to meet all the 
requirements of the Notice should a person intend to use 
the substance for a significant new activity as defined in 
the Notice.

A SNAc Notice does not constitute an endorsement from 
the Department of the Environment or the Government of 
Canada of the substance to which it relates, or an exemp-
tion from any other laws or regulations that are in force in 
Canada and that may apply to this substance or activities 
involving the substance.

Applicability of the Significant New Activity Notice

The Notice requires that any person (individual or cor-
poration) engaging in a significant new activity in relation 
to 1,2-cyclohexanedicarboxylic acid, 1-butyl 2-(phenyl-
methyl) ester, Chemical Abstracts Service Registry 
No. 1200806-67-2, submit a Significant New Activity Noti-
fication (SNAN) containing all of the information pre-
scribed in the Notice at least 90  days prior to using the 
substance for the significant new activity. 

(iii) un cosmétique, au sens de l’article 2 de la Loi sur 
les aliments et drogues;

b) l’utilisation de la substance en quantité égale ou 
supérieure à 100 kg pour fabriquer l’un des produits 
ci-après lorsque la substance est présente dans une 
concentration égale ou supérieure à 0,1 % en poids :

In order to address human toxicity concerns, the Notice 
requires notification in relation to the use of the substance 
in the manufacture of toys or child care articles, natural 
health products, other drugs or cosmetics, when the con-
centration of the substance is greater than or equal to 0.1% 
by weight in the product matrix. For example, notification 
is required if a person plans to manufacture a child care 
article for sucking or teething of a child in which the sub-
stance is present in a concentration greater than or equal 
to 0.1% by weight. Notification is also required in relation 
to the use of the substance when 1 kg of the substance is 
used in a calendar year in natural health products, other 
drugs or cosmetics, when the concentration of the sub-
stance is greater than or equal to 0.1% by weight in the 
product matrix. For example, notification is required if a 
person plans to use more than 1 kg of the substance in a 
drug and the substance is present in a concentration 
greater than or equal to 0.1% by weight. 

A SNAN is required 90 days before the use of the sub-
stance in a significant new activity.

Activities not subject to the Notice

Uses of the substance that are regulated under the Acts of 
Parliament listed in Schedule 2 of the Act, including the 
Pest Control Products Act, the Fertilizers Act and the 
Feeds Act, are excluded from the Notice. The Notice also 
does not apply to transient reaction intermediates, impur-
ities, contaminants, partially unreacted materials, or in 
some circumstances to items such as, but not limited to, 
wastes, mixtures, or manufactured items. However, it 
should be noted that individual components of a mixture 
may be subject to notification under the provisions of the 
Act. See subsection 81(6) and section 3 of the Act, and sec-
tion 3 of the Guidelines for the Notification and Testing of 
New Substances: Chemicals and Polymers for additional 
information.

Activities involving the use of the substance as a research 
and development substance or a site-limited intermediate 
or an export-only product are excluded from the Notice. 
The terms “research and development substance” and 
“site-limited intermediate substance” are defined in sub-
section 1(1) of the New Substances Notification Regula-
tions (Chemicals and Polymers). 

Information to be submitted

The Notice sets out the information that must be pro-
vided to the Minister 90  days before the day on which

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the substance 1,2-cyclohexanedicarboxylic acid, 1-butyl 
2-(phenylmethyl) ester, Chemical Abstracts Service Regis-
try No. 1200806-67-2, is used for a significant new activity. 
The Department of the Environment and the Department 
of Health will use the information submitted in the SNAN 
to conduct risk assessments within 90 days after the com-
plete information is received.

The assessment of the substance identified potential con-
cerns associated with uses of the substance in toys or child 
care articles, natural health products, other drugs or cos-
metics. This cyclohexane dicarboxylic acid ester chemical 
substance can potentially cause developmental toxicity, 
systemic toxicity and reproductive toxicity. The SNAc 
Notice is issued to gather toxicity information to ensure 
that the substance will undergo further assessment before 
a significant new activity is undertaken.

The information requirements in the Notice relate to gen-
eral information in respect of the substance, details sur-
rounding its use, exposure information, and toxicity to 
human health and the environment. Some of the informa-
tion requirements reference the New Substances Notifi-
cation Regulations (Chemicals and Polymers).

Additional guidance on preparing a SNAN can be found in 
section 1.3 of the Guidelines for the Notification and Test-
ing of New Substances: Chemicals and Polymers.

Transitional provision

A transitional provision is included in the Notice to facili-
tate compliance by persons who may already have 
imported or manufactured the substance up to 100 kg and 
started activities with it in concentrations that are greater 
than or equal to 0.1% by weight in the product matrix. The 
Notice comes into force immediately. However, if the sub-
stance is used to manufacture toys or child care articles as 
defined in the Phthalates Regulations or if the substance 
is used to manufacture or used in a natural health product 
as defined in the Natural Health Product Regulations, or 
in any other drug as defined by the Food and Drugs Act, 
or in a cosmetic as defined in the Food and Drugs Act, a 
quantity of less than 100 kg may be used for the period 
between the publication of the Notice and December  6, 
2020. On December 7, 2020, the threshold will be lowered.

Compliance

When assessing whether or not a substance is subject to 
SNAc provisions, a person is expected to make use of

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information in their possession or to which they may rea-
sonably have access. This means information in any of the 
notifier’s offices worldwide or other locations where the 
notifier can reasonably have access to the information. 
For example, manufacturers are expected to have access 
to their formulations, while importers or users of a sub-
stance, mixture, or product are expected to have access to 
import records, usage information and the relevant safety 
data sheets (SDSs), formerly “material safety data sheets” 
(MSDSs). More details are contained in the Regulations 
Amending the New Substances Notification Regulations 
(Chemicals and Polymers) and the Export of Substances 
on the Export Control List Regulations for reference to 
this amendment. 

Although an SDS is an important source of information on 
the composition of a product, it should be noted that the 
goal of the SDS is to protect the health of workers in the 
workplace from specific hazards of chemical products. 
Therefore, an SDS may not list all product ingredients that 
may be subject to a SNAc notice due to human health or 
environmental concerns. Any person requiring more 
detailed information on product composition is encour-
aged to contact their supplier.

If any information becomes available that reason-
ably supports the conclusion that the substance 
1,2-cyclohexanedicarboxylic acid, 1-butyl 2-(phenylmethyl) 
ester, Chemical Abstracts Service Registry No. 1200806-
67-2, is toxic or capable of becoming toxic, the person who 
is in possession of or has knowledge of the information 
and is involved in activities with the substance is obli-
gated, under section 70 of the Act, to provide that infor-
mation to the Minister without delay.

A company can submit a SNAN on behalf of its clients. For 
example, in cases where a person takes possession or con-
trol of a substance from another person, they may not be 
required to submit a SNAN, under certain conditions, if 
their activities were covered by an original SNAN submit-
ted by the person from whom they obtained the substance. 
The Substances Management Advisory Note “Clarification 
in relation to the submission of Significant New Activity 
Notifications in application of the Canadian Environ-
mental Protection Act, 1999” provides more detail on this 
subject.

Under section 86 of the Act, any person who transfers the 
physical possession or control of a substance subject to a 
SNAc Notice must notify all persons to whom the physical

Summary of the draft screening assessment of 
sodium cyclamate and cyclohexylamine

Pursuant to section  74 of the Canadian Environmental 
Protection Act, 1999 (CEPA), the Minister of the Environ-
ment and the Minister of Health have conducted a screen-
ing assessment of two substances: sulfamic acid, cyclo-
hexyl-, monosodium salt (sodium cyclamate) and 
cyclohexanamine (cyclohexylamine). These substances 
were identified as priorities for assessment as they met the 
categorization criteria under subsection  73(1) of CEPA. 
The Chemical Abstracts Service Registry Numbers 
(CAS RNs11), the Domestic Substances List (DSL) names 
and the common names and abbreviations of these sub-
stances are listed in the table below. Cyclohexylamine was 
moved from the Aliphatic Amines Group to the assess-
ment of sodium cyclamate, since cyclohexylamine is a 
metabolite of sodium cyclamate in mammals and cyclo-
hexylamine data informs the human health effects charac-
terization of both substances.

Sodium cyclamate and cyclohexylamine do not naturally 
occur in the environment. According to information sub-
mitted pursuant to a CEPA section 71 survey, in Canada in 
2011, no manufacturing quantity was reported for sodium 
cyclamate or for cyclohexylamine above the reporting 
threshold of 100 kg. The import quantities were reported 
in a range of 100 000 to 1 000 000 kg for sodium cyclamate 
and a total of 871 518 kg for cyclohexylamine. 

In Canada, sodium cyclamate is primarily used as a 
tabletop sweetener, and as a non-medicinal ingredient in 
natural health products and drugs. It is not a permitted 
food additive in Canada, nor has it been identified as being 
used in food packaging materials. Cyclohexylamine is pri-
marily used as a corrosion inhibitor in water treatment, 
but it is also a boiler-cleaning agent, and may be used in 
cosmetics, as a formulant in pesticides, food packaging 
materials, incidental additives used in food premises, and 
in other products available to consumers. 

The ecological risks of sodium cyclamate and cyclohexyla-
mine were characterized using the ecological risk classifi-
cation of organic substances (ERC), which is a risk-based 
approach that employs multiple metrics for both hazard 
and exposure, with weighted consideration of multiple 
lines of evidence for determining risk classification. Haz-
ard profiles are based principally on metrics regarding 
mode of toxic action, chemical reactivity, food web–derived 
internal toxicity thresholds, bioavailability, and chemical 
and biological activity. Metrics considered in the exposure 
profiles include potential emission rate, overall persis-
tence, and long-range transport potential. A risk matrix is 
used to assign a low, moderate or high level of potential 
concern for substances on the basis of their hazard and 
exposure profiles. Based on the outcome of the ERC analy-
sis, sodium cyclamate and cyclohexylamine are considered 
unlikely to be causing ecological harm.

Le N-cyclohexylsulfamate de sodium et la cyclohexana-
mine ne sont pas naturellement présents dans l’envi- 
ronnement. Selon les résultats d’une enquête menée en 
vertu de l’article 71 de la LCPE, aucune quantité de 
N-cyclohexylsulfamate de sodium ou de cyclohexanamine 
supérieure au seuil de déclaration de 100  kg n’a été  
déclarée produite au Canada au cours de l’année de décla-
ration 2011.

Considering all available lines of evidence presented in 
this draft screening assessment, there is a low risk of harm 
to the environment from sodium cyclamate and cyclohex-
ylamine. It is proposed to conclude that sodium cyclamate 
and cyclohexylamine do not meet the criteria under para-
graph  64(a) or (b) of CEPA as they are not entering the 
environment in a quantity or concentration or under con-
ditions that have or may have an immediate or long-term 
harmful effect on the environment or its biological divers-
ity or that constitute or may constitute a danger to the 
environment on which life depends.

Exposure of the general population of Canada to sodium 
cyclamate can result from its use as a tabletop sweetener 
and from drinking water. Exposure can also result from its 
use as a non-medicinal ingredient in natural health prod-
ucts (including calcium supplement syrup and vitamin D) 
and drugs (including mouthwash, respirator solution to 
treat bronchospasm, chest congestion relief syrup, and 
anesthetic solution). 

Exposure of the general population to cyclohexylamine 
can result from drinking water and food. While there is no 
potential for direct food contact associated with its uses in 
food packaging materials, there is potential for dietary 
exposure from the use of the substance as a boiler water 
additive in food premises. The general population may 
also be exposed to cyclohexylamine from use of cosmetics 
such as aerosol hairsprays and from the use of fire space 
gel fuel canisters.

Laboratory studies with sodium cyclamate were limited in 
quality, but indicated potential effects on the testes after a 
lifetime of high daily oral doses. Given the limited quality 
of the studies, data from sodium cyclamate’s metabolite, 
cyclohexylamine, or its analogue, cyclohexylamine hydro-
chloride, were used to inform selected critical health 
effects of sodium cyclamate. 

For sodium cyclamate and cyclohexylamine, comparisons 
of levels of oral, dermal and inhalation exposure to the 
general population and levels at which critical health 
effects were observed, results in margins of exposure con-
sidered adequate to address uncertainties in the health 
effects and exposure databases. 

On the basis of the information presented in this draft 
screening assessment, it is proposed to conclude that 
sodium cyclamate and cyclohexylamine do not meet the 
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criteria under paragraph  64(c) of CEPA, as they are not 
entering the environment in a quantity or concentration 
or under conditions that constitute or may constitute a 
danger in Canada to human life or health. 

Proposed conclusion

It is proposed to conclude that sodium cyclamate and 
cyclohexylamine do not meet any of the criteria set out in 
section 64 of CEPA. 

While exposure of the general population to these sub-
stances is not of concern at current levels, these sub-
stances are associated with human health effects of con-
cern. Therefore, there may be concern for the human 
health if exposure were to increase. Follow-up activities to 
track changes in exposure or commercial use patterns are 
under consideration.

Stakeholders are encouraged to provide, during the 60-day 
public comment period on the draft screening assessment, 
any information pertaining to these substances that may 
help inform the choice of follow-up activity. This could 
include information on new or planned import, manufac-
ture or use of this substance, if the information has not 
previously been submitted to the ministers.

Summary of the draft screening assessment of the 
Poly(alkoxylates/ethers) Group

Pursuant to section  68 or 74 of the Canadian Environ-
mental Protection Act, 1999 (CEPA), the Minister of 
Environment and Climate Change and the Minister of 
Health have conducted a screening assessment of 21 sub-
stances referred to collectively under the Chemicals Man-
agement Plan as the Poly(alkoxylates/ethers) Group. 
Substances in this group [namely one poly(propylene 
glycol) [PPG], one paraformaldehyde (PF), three alco-
hol ethoxylate sulfates (AESs), eight alcohol ethoxylates 
(AEs), two octylphenol ethoxylates (OPEs), and six alkyl 
amine ethoxylates (ANEOs)] were identified as priorities 
for assessment, as they met the categorization criteria 
under subsection 73(1) of CEPA or were considered a pri-
ority on the basis of other concerns. One substance in this 
group (CAS RN11 68155-39-5) was identified as a priority 
for risk assessment as part of the identification of risk 
assessment priorities (IRAP) approach’s 2015 review.22 The 
Chemical Abstracts Service Registry Numbers (CAS RNs), 
the Domestic Substances List (DSL) names and the sub-
groups of these substances are listed in the table below.

These 21 substances were previously evaluated under the 
Second Phase of Polymer Rapid Screening, which identi-
fied PPG and PF as having low potential to cause eco-
logical harm and the AES, AE, OPE, and ANEO subgroups 
(except POEA; CAS RN 61791-26-2) as having low poten-
tial to cause harm to human health. The substances listed 
above were identified as requiring further assessment for 
potential human health and/or ecological risks on the 
basis of structural alerts and/or uses associated with sig-
nificant consumer exposure. The present assessment fur-
ther elaborates on the potential for PPG, PF and POEA of 
the ANEO subgroup to cause harm to human health and 
for the three AESs, the eight AEs, the two OPEs and all six 
ANEOs to cause ecological harm, in order to reach an 
overall conclusion under section 64 of CEPA as to whether 
they pose an unacceptable risk to the environment or 
human health.

 

PPG does not occur naturally in the environment, is pre-
pared industrially, and has widespread applications. In

Given its physical/chemical 
properties, both direct exposure (oral, inhalation, dermal) 
and indirect exposure (through drinking water) of the 
general population to PPG are expected to be minimal. 

PF does not occur naturally in the environment but is pre-
pared industrially from formaldehyde (which can occur 
naturally in the environment). It has widespread applica-
tions, the most important of which is as a formaldehyde-
generating substance. However, the PF is consumed dur-
ing the reaction, and only trace amounts of unreacted PF 
or formaldehyde are expected to be present. In Canada, 
PF has been used in adhesives, sealants, agricultural prod-
ucts, coatings, inks, food packaging, pharmaceuticals, 
pesticides, toys, and other products available to consum-
ers. It has been reported that more than 1 million kilo-
grams of PF were imported and/or manufactured in 
Canada in 2014. PF does not contain any reactive func-
tional groups or other structural features associated with 
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human health concerns. PF has a moderate hazard profile 
for human health based on classification guidelines from 
the U.S. EPA (2004). Both direct exposure and indirect 
exposure of the general population to PF are expected to 
be minimal. Although PF is a potential source for the 
release of formaldehyde, the release is very slow at ambi-
ent temperatures. Therefore, air concentrations of formal-
dehyde would remain low. 

AESs are anionic surfactants that do not occur naturally in 
the environment. According to available information, the 
three AESs considered in this assessment are used pri-
marily in products available to consumers. No AESs were 
reported to be manufactured in Canada, but a combined 
import quantity of more than 10 million kilograms was 
reported in 2014. On the basis of current use patterns, the 
three AESs are considered unlikely to be causing eco-
logical harm.

AEs are nonionic surfactants that do not occur naturally 
in the environment. According to available information, 
the eight AEs considered in this assessment are used in 
many sectors but are primarily found in products avail-
able to consumers, such as cleaners. A combined import 
quantity of 1 million to 10 million kilograms was reported 
in 2014. On the basis of current use patterns, the eight AEs 
are considered unlikely to be causing ecological harm.

OPEs are nonionic surfactants that do not occur naturally 
in the environment. According to available information, 
the two OPEs considered in this assessment are used pri-
marily in paints, coatings, and products available to con-
sumers. A combined import quantity of 0.1 million to 
1 million kilograms was reported in 2014. On the basis of 
current use patterns, the two OPEs are considered unlikely 
to be causing ecological harm. It is noted, however, that 
NPEs (nonylphenol and its ethoxylates) and OPEs are 
structurally similar and have similar physical-chemical 
properties. In addition, both NPEs and OPEs have similar 
ecotoxicological hazards and their degradation products 
have similar endocrine (estrogen) disrupting potential. 
Thus, from an environmental perspective, the two OPE 
surfactants considered in this assessment would not be 
considered suitable alternatives to NPEs.

ANEOs are amine surfactants that do not occur naturally 
in the environment. According to available information, 
the six ANEOs considered in this assessment are used pri-
marily in oil and gas extraction, metal working fluids, and 
products available to consumers. The combined import

Considering all available lines of evidence presented in 
this draft screening assessment, there is a low risk of harm 
to the environment from the 21 substances considered in 
this assessment. It is proposed to conclude that the 21 sub-
stances considered in this assessment do not meet the cri-
teria under paragraph 64(a) or (b) of CEPA, as they are not 
entering the environment in a quantity or concentration 
or under conditions that have or may have an immediate 
or long-term harmful effect on the environment or its bio-
logical diversity or that constitute or may constitute a dan-
ger to the environment on which life depends. 

On the basis of the information presented in this screen-
ing assessment, it is proposed to conclude that the 21 sub-
stances considered in this assessment do not meet the cri-
teria under paragraph  64(c) of CEPA, as they are not 
entering the environment in a quantity or concentration 
or under conditions that constitute or may constitute a 
danger in Canada to human life or health.

Proposed conclusion 

Therefore, it is proposed to conclude that these 21 sub-
stances do not meet any of the criteria set out in section 64 
of CEPA.

STATEMENT

(This statement is not part of the Regulations.) 

Executive summary

Issues: The Atlantic Pilotage Authority (the Author-
ity) requires additional tariff revenue to meet ris-
ing expenses associated with the delivery of pilotage 
services. 

Description: The proposed amendments to the Atlantic 
Pilotage Tariff Regulations, 1996 (the Regulations) 
would increase port-by-port tariffs for one-way trips, 
trips through, and moveages. The proposed amend-
ments would also introduce a pilot boat charge in 
Restigouche, New Brunswick, while reducing the tariffs 
in this same port. Lastly, amendments are being pro-
posed to indicate an increase in fuel consumption for 
the pilot boats in Halifax, Nova Scotia (N.S.) and Saint 
John, New Brunswick (N.B.). The fuel consumption 
amounts stated in the Regulations are used in calculat-
ing the pilot boat fuel charges. 

Rationale: Given current and projected traffic volumes 
and vessel configurations, previously approved tariff 
rate increases for 11 ports in 2020 are expected to be too 
low. In addition, tariff adjustments are required to 
address the additional costs introduced by the coming 
into force of section 37.1 of the Pilotage Act (the Act).

Issues

Given current and projected traffic volumes and vessel 
configurations, previously approved tariff rate increases 
for 11 ports in 2020 are expected to be too low and in some 
cases, will not be considered fair and reasonable if adjust-
ments are not made. 
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Background

The Authority is responsible for administering a safe and 
efficient pilotage service within the Canadian waters in 
and around the Atlantic Provinces. The Authority pre-
scribes tariffs for pilotage services that are fair and rea-
sonable and consistent with generating revenues suffi-
cient to permit the Authority to operate on a self-sustaining 
financial basis. The Authority is responsible for 17 com-
pulsory pilotage areas, and the tariff revisions contained 
herein are intended to maintain port-by-port self-
sufficiency (i.e. no cross-subsidization) as per a 1995 deci-
sion by the Canadian Transportation Agency.

Section 33 of the Act allows the Authority to make regula-
tions prescribing tariffs that are fair and reasonable to 
permit the Authority to operate on a self-sustaining finan-
cial basis. The regulatory process ensures stakeholder 
consultation and transparency in tariffs setting. There-
fore, the process is initiated many months before tariffs 
can come into force. 

In 2019, following a review of the Act, amendments were 
tabled in Bill C-97 (Budget Implementation Act, 2019, 
No. 1) and received royal assent in June 2019. The coming 
into force of the amendments will occur over four Orders 
in Council, on dates set by the Governor in Council. In 
August 2019, the first of the amendments came into force, 
including section 37.1: “For the purpose of defraying the 
costs of the administration of this Act, including the 
development of regulations, and the enforcement of this 
Act, an Authority shall, on request, pay to the Minister an 
amount specified by the Minister in a time and manner 
specified by the Minister.”

Objective

The objective of the proposed amendments is to enable 
the Authority to meet its mandate to operate a safe and 
efficient pilotage service within the Atlantic region, while 
achieving financial self-sufficiency of individual ports 
(i.e. avoiding cross-subsidization). 

Description

The proposed changes are as follows:

1.	 Reduce the tariff in Restigouche, N.B., effective on the 
day these amendments are registered.

2.	 Introduce additional pilot boat charge in Restigouche, 
N.B., coming into force on the day these amendments 
are registered.

3.	 Indicate in the Regulations an increase in fuel con-
sumption for the pilot boats in Halifax, N.S., and Saint 
John, N.B., The fuel consumption amounts stated in 
the Regulations are used in calculating the pilot boat 

Contexte

Regulatory development

Consultation 

Consultations in various forms took place with the affected 
parties throughout 2019. Formal consultation sessions 
were held in Halifax, N.S. (May 3 and August 13, 2019), 
Port Hawkesbury, N.S. (May  15 and August  14, 2019), 
Saint John, N.B. (May 9 and August 15, 2019), St. John’s, 
Newfoundland and Labrador (May  1 and August  19, 
2019), and Corner Brook, Newfoundland and Labrador 
(August  20, 2019). Participation varied in each port 
depending upon the makeup of local industry, but gener-
ally included ship-owners and operators, agents, facility 
management, port authorities, and other stakeholders. 

Separate consultation sessions were held in Montréal,

Élaboration de la réglementation

Consultation 

Des consultations sous diverses formes ont été menées 
auprès des parties visées tout au long de 2019. Des consul-
tations officielles ont eu lieu à Halifax (N.-É.) [le 3 mai et 
le 13 août 2019), Port Hawkesbury (N.-É.) [le 15 mai et le 
14  août  2019], Saint  John (N.-B.) [le 9  mai et le 
15  août  2019], St.  John’s (T.-N.-L.) [le 1er  mai et le 
19 août 2019] et Corner Brook (T.-N.-L.) [le 20 août 2019]. 
La participation a varié d’un port à l’autre en fonction de 
la composition de l’industrie locale, mais elle a inclus 
d’une façon générale les propriétaires et exploitants de 
navires, les représentants, la direction des installations, 
les autorités portuaires et d’autres parties prenantes. 

Des consultations distinctes ont été tenues à Montréal

In addition to these formal consultation sessions, the 
Authority engaged stakeholders through other formats, 
including written, in-person, and telephone communica-
tions with individuals and groups. To date, stakeholders 
have not voiced concerns with these proposed tar-
iffs.  However, it is worth noting that stakeholders have 
voiced concerns regarding tariff amendments proposed 
by the other pilotage authorities, specifically amendments 
designed to generate revenue to fulfill potential obliga-
tions under section 37.1 of the Pilotage Act. 

Modern treaty obligations and Indigenous 
engagement and consultation

In accordance with the Cabinet Directive on the Federal 
Approach to Modern Treaty Implementation, analysis 
was undertaken to determine whether the proposed Regu-
lations are likely to give rise to modern treaty obligations. 
This assessment examined the geographic scope and sub-
ject matter of the proposal in relation to modern treaties 
in effect and after examination, no implications or impacts 
on modern treaties are identified.

Instrument choice

The Authority considered a number of regulatory and 
non-regulatory options before proposing the present tariff 
amendment. Alternatives to tariff increases were pre-
sented, where applicable, and feedback from participants 
was encouraged. For various ports and districts, the 
alternative to increased tariff rates would be a reduction 
in pilot numbers or availability. Stakeholders have con-
sistently indicated that their primary concerns are with 
service levels and have requested that the number of pilots 
be increased in some areas, and maintained in others, so 
that pilot availability is not compromised. The proposed 
amendments would address these concerns. 

Regulatory analysis 

Benefits and costs 

A cost-benefit analysis was conducted to determine the 
impact of the tariff rate increase. It covers a 10-year period 
starting in the first year of the increase (2020 to 2029). 
According to the analysis, the increase in the rates for 
pilotage services would generate additional annual rev-
enues of $313,000 (in constant 2020 dollars) over the next 
10 years and a total equivalent cost for the industry. Traf-
fic volumes have steadily increased over the past few

The budgeted fuel consumption is used in a formula 
captured in the Authority’s tariff regulations to cal-
culate the fuel charge for a port. Based on recent 
consumption, the budgeted fuel consumption will be 
increased by 10 L per assignment.

•• In Saint John, N.B., the budgeted fuel consumption 
was based on an allocation of pilot boats that is no 
longer applicable, as a second newer vessel was 
deployed to the area. The budgeted fuel consump-
tion is used in a formula captured in the Authority’s 
tariff regulations to calculate the fuel charge for a 
port. Based on recent consumption, the budgeted 
fuel consumption will be increased by 10 L per 
assignment. 

4.	 Change the description for In-Transit Charges to mir-
ror the language that describes Overcarriage Charges 

•• In the winter, especially, it is becoming more com-
mon for pilots to have to join vessels in their previ-
ous port of call in order to be on board when the ves-
sel reaches the pilotage area. Currently, there is no 
charge recovery for the time it takes for the pilot to 
travel to these areas to meet the vessels. This is 
unlike the overcarriage language where there is cost 
recovery for the entire time a pilot is required to 
travel outside of their pilotage area. Therefore, the 
Authority is proposing that the description of 
In-Transit Charges be changed to include the travel 
time it takes a pilot to meet the vessel outside the 
pilotage area and the travel time on the vessel until 
their services are needed for the arrival at the com-
pulsory port. This change would not increase rev-
enues significantly but will be beneficial to attract-
ing new pilots to operate in ports serviced by 
entrepreneurial pilots.

5.	 Tariff increases in two ports, effective the date of 
registration 

•• Strait of Canso: The Authority is proposing a tariff 
that would increase pilotage revenue in the port by 
3% in 2020 due to inflationary pressures.

•• Miramichi, N.B.: The Authority has had difficulty 
recruiting entrepreneurial pilots to the area due to

Humber Arm, N.L.; Saint John, N.B.; Bay of Exploits, 
N.L.; St. John’s, N.L.; Halifax, N.S.: Holyrood, N.L.; 
and Stephenville, N.L. This increase is being pro-
posed in order to cover the anticipated costs to 
administer the Pilotage Act. 

The proposed tariff amendments include provisions to 
address anticipated costs associated with the implementa-
tion of section 37.1 of the Act. The Authority has received 
an estimate of the amounts anticipated to be charged 
under this provision for 2020. However, the timing and 
manner of the payment have not been finalized. Further-
more, it remains to be determined if the payment will be 
requested as scheduled. In light of the process required to 
adjust tariff rates, it is necessary to implement the sur-
charge by April  1, 2020, based on current estimates, in 
order to have sufficient revenue to pay the costs within the 
first quarter of 2021, as anticipated.

Implementation, compliance and enforcement, and 
service standards

Compliance and enforcement

The Act provides an enforcement mechanism for all regu-
lations made by pilotage authorities. Pilotage authorities 
can inform a customs officer at any port in Canada to 
withhold clearance from any ship for which pilotage char-
ges are outstanding and unpaid. Any person who fails to 
comply with the Act or regulations is guilty of an offence, 
and liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding 
$5,000. This proposal is expected to produce no change to 
these compliance and enforcement mechanisms.

Performance measurement and evaluation

The Authority’s financial self-sufficiency is a key perform-
ance indicator related to this regulatory change.

STATEMENT

Executive summary

Issues: The requirements to be eligible to apply to be a 
pilot, as set out in the Pacific Pilotage Regulations (the 
Regulations), are unclear and can prevent potentially 
qualified candidates from applying to be a pilot with 
the Pacific Pilotage Authority (the Authority). As well, 
gaps in the Regulations enable waiver holders to engage 
in activities that have the potential to present naviga-
tion safety risks in compulsory pilotage areas. 

Description: To address the issues above, the Author-
ity is proposing the following amendments to the 
Regulations:

•• Reorganize the experience at sea requirements in a 
manner that makes it easier for candidates to 
understand;

•• Clarify the qualifications that must be held at the 
time of an application to become a pilot, as well as 
the qualifications that must be held while acquiring 
the experience at sea necessary to apply;

•• Expand the experience at sea requirements to 
include experience on ships that utilize light dis-
placement rather than gross tonnage as a measure of 
ship size; and

•• Expressly state to waiver holders that a pilot must be 
on board if the conditions of the waiver are not met, 
as well as to describe what activities are prohibited 
while navigating compulsory pilotage waters.

Rationale: As a financially autonomous Crown corpor-
ation with the mandate to deliver safe and efficient 
pilotage services, the Authority intends to facilitate 
pilot recruitment and improve safety with the proposed 
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amendments to the Regulations. The Authority con-
sulted with all of its key stakeholders in a participatory 
manner before finalizing the proposed amendments. 

Issues

The requirements to be eligible to apply to be a pilot, as set 
out in the Regulations, are unclear and preventing poten-
tially qualified candidates from applying to be a pilot with 
the Authority. As well, gaps in the Regulations enable 
waiver holders to engage in activities that have the poten-
tial to present navigational safety risks in compulsory 
pilotage areas, which includes entering compulsory pilot-
age areas without the conduct of a pilot or without meet-
ing the conditions of their waiver, as well as navigating 
compulsory waters in an unpredictable manner, especially 
near pilotage stations. 

Background 

The Authority is a financially autonomous Crown corpor-
ation. The Authority was established in 1972, pursuant to 
the Pilotage Act (the Act). Its mandate is to establish, 
operate, maintain and administer, in the interest of safety, 
efficient pilotage services in the coastal waters of British 
Columbia, including the Fraser River. To carry out its 
mandate, the Authority may make regulations, subject to 
Governor in Council approval. 

Objective

The objective of the proposed amendments is twofold: 

•• Objective 1: To facilitate pilot recruitment in light of an 
anticipated increase in demand for pilotage services 

•• Objective 2: To reduce the likelihood of safety-related 
incidents caused by waiver holders as they navigate 
compulsory pilotage waters

These objectives align with the Authority’s mandate to 
operate safe and efficient pilotage services within its 
jurisdiction.

•• Expand eligibility qualifications to include crew experi-
ence on ships of 50 tonnes light displacement or greater. 
Experience on these ships is not currently captured in 
the Regulations, which leaves a significant segment of 
mariners ineligible to meet the requirements and take 
the pilot’s exam.

•• Differentiate between the certification a candidate 
must hold when they apply for the pilot’s exam and the 
certification they need at the time they acquired their 
experience at sea. Currently, it is unclear in the Regula-
tions what experience at sea qualifications are required 
to be eligible to take the pilot’s exam, and this ambigu-
ity is dissuading otherwise qualified applicants from 
applying to be a pilot. 

•• For Area 1: Set the number of familiarization trips that 
must be completed as an observer in the familiarization 
program, prior to applying to take the pilot’s exam, at 
10 trips.

Objective 2: To reduce the likelihood of safety-related 
incidents caused by waiver holders as they navigate com-
pulsory pilotage waters

•• Introduce requirements for ships arriving or leaving a 
pilot boarding station to choose predictable paths, as 
well as the most direct routes, when travelling within 
compulsory pilotage waters. This amendment would 
prohibit vessels without a pilot from remaining in the 
compulsory pilotage waters without a clear destination, 
a contravention of the Pilotage Act.

•• Emphasize that a waiver from compulsory pilotage is 
only granted for the period that its holder meets the 
conditions of their waiver, which includes having the 
appropriate crew on board its ship. The intent is to 
ensure ships do not navigate compulsory pilotage wat-
ers without a pilot during any period before the crew 
for which the waiver was granted have boarded the ship 
or after they have disembarked.

Regulatory development

Consultation 

The Chamber of Shipping, representing the majority of 
the West Coast marine industry, and the Shipping Federa-
tion of Canada have no issues with the proposed amend-
ment. The pilots, both employees of the Authority and BC 
Coast Pilots Ltd., felt that the alteration to wording per-
taining to the waivers would not increase the level of safety

•• Faire une distinction entre le certificat qu’un candidat 
doit posséder lorsqu’il postule à l’examen de pilote et le 
certificat dont il a besoin lorsqu’il accumule son service 
en mer. Actuellement, le Règlement n’est pas clair en ce 
qui a trait au service en mer requis pour pouvoir passer 
l’examen de pilote, et cette ambiguïté dissuade des can-
didats qualifiés de postuler à l’examen de pilote. 

•• Pour la zone 1 : fixer à dix le nombre de voyages d’en-
traînement qui doivent être faits en tant qu’observateur 
dans le cadre du programme d’entraînement, avant de 
faire la demande pour passer l’examen de pilote.

Objectif 2 : Réduire la possibilité d’incidents liés à la sécu-
rité causés par des titulaires de dispenses lorsqu’ils 
naviguent dans des eaux de pilotage obligatoire.

•• Mettre en place des exigences pour les navires qui 
arrivent à une station d’embarquement de pilote ou qui 
partent d’une telle station afin de choisir des trajets 
prévisibles, ainsi que des routes directes, lorsqu’ils 
naviguent dans des zones de pilotage obligatoire. Cette 
modification interdirait aux bâtiments sans pilote de 
rester dans les zones de pilotage obligatoire sans avoir 
de destination précise, ce qui constitue une infraction à 
la Loi sur le pilotage.

•• Insister sur le fait qu’une dispense au pilotage obliga-
toire n’est accordée que pour la période pendant 
laquelle son titulaire remplit les conditions de sa dis-
pense, ce qui inclut la présence de l’équipage approprié 
à bord de son navire. L’intention est de s’assurer que 
les navires ne naviguent pas les eaux de pilotage obliga-
toire sans pilote pendant les périodes précédant l’em-
barquement de l’équipage pour lesquelles la dispense a 
été accordée ou à son débarquement.

Élaboration de la réglementation

Consultation 

Les modifications proposées ne posent aucun problème à 
la Chamber of Shipping, qui représente la majorité des 
membres de l’industrie maritime de la côte Ouest, et à la 
Fédération maritime du Canada. Les pilotes, tant ceux qui 
sont employés de l’Administration que les BC Coast Pilots 
Ltd., estiment que la modification du libellé concernant 
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for arriving and departing vessels but did not offer alterna-
tive wording and did not object to the proposed amend-
ment. They did, however, agree that the clarification 
regarding the experience at sea qualifications will greatly 
enhance the pool of candidates eligible to write the pilot-
age exam. Overall, the result of the consultations was gen-
eral support from the marine industry and pilots for the 
proposed amendments to the Regulations.

Modern treaty obligations and Indigenous 
engagement and consultation

As required by the Cabinet Directive on the Federal 
Approach to Modern Treaty Implementation, an assess-
ment of modern treaty implications was conducted on the 
proposal. The assessment did not identify any modern 
treaty implications or obligations, nor did the proposal 
trigger the Crown’s duty to consult. 

Instrument choice

The status quo (i.e. baseline scenario) was rejected as an 
option since several amendments to the Regulations were 
required to meet the desired objectives. 

Regulatory analysis

Benefits and costs 

The proposed amendments seek to clarify requirements 
currently set out in the Regulations. As a result, no new 
substantive requirements and no incremental costs are 
being introduced with these proposed amendments. The 
qualitative benefits, however, are an anticipated increase 
in the number of applicants to take the pilot’s exam and a 
reduction in navigational risks in compulsory pilotage 
areas. 

Small business lens 

The small business lens does not apply to these amend-
ments, as there are no costs to small businesses. 

One-for-one rule 

The proposed amendments seek to clarify and enhance 
the current Regulations without increasing the incremen-
tal administrative burden borne by industry. All amend-
ments will be implemented using the existing administra-
tive systems in place. 

Regulatory cooperation and alignment

The proposal is not part of a formal regulatory cooper-
ation initiative; however, given that the Authority’s 

les dispenses n’améliorera pas le niveau de sécurité lors de 
l’arrivée et du départ des bâtiments, mais n’ont pas pro-
posé un autre libellé et ne se sont pas opposés à la modifi-
cation proposée.

De plus, la proposition n’a pas enclen-
ché l’obligation de consulter de la Couronne. 

Choix de l’instrument

Le statu quo (c’est-à-dire le scénario de base) n’a pas été 
retenu puisque plusieurs modifications au Règlement 
étaient nécessaires pour atteindre les objectifs visés. 

Analyse de la réglementation

Coûts et avantages

Les modifications proposées visent à préciser les exi-
gences actuellement exposées dans le Règlement. Par 
conséquent, aucune nouvelle exigence et aucun coût diffé-
rentiel ne sera mis en place par les modifications propo-
sées. Toutefois, les avantages qualitatifs se traduisent par 
une hausse prévue du nombre de candidats à l’examen de 
pilotage et une réduction des risques liés à la navigation 
dans les zones de pilotage obligatoire. 

Lentille des petites entreprises 

La lentille des petites entreprises ne s’applique pas aux 
présentes modifications, puisque les coûts sont inexis-
tants pour les petites entreprises. 

Règle du « un pour un » 

Les modifications proposées visent à préciser et à amélio-
rer le règlement actuel sans augmenter le fardeau admi-
nistratif supplémentaire assumé par l’industrie. Toutes 
les modifications seront mises en œuvre à l’aide des sys-
tèmes administratifs existants en place. 

Coopération et harmonisation en matière de 
réglementation

La proposition ne s’inscrit pas dans une initiative de  
coopération officielle en matière de réglementation. 
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jurisdiction borders American waters, it works closely 
with its U.S. counterparts to align regulatory require-
ments, where possible and applicable.

Strategic environmental assessment 

In accordance with the Cabinet Directive on the Environ-
mental Assessment of Policy, Plan and Program Propos-
als, and Transport Canada’s Policy Statement on Strategic 
Environmental Assessment (2013), the strategic environ-
mental assessment process was followed for this proposal 
and a sustainable transportation assessment was com-
pleted. No important environmental effects are antici-
pated as a result of this proposal. The assessment took 
into account potential effects on the environmental goals 
and targets of the Federal Sustainable Development 
Strategy.

Gender-based analysis plus

After careful analysis, no gender-based analysis plus 
(GBA+) impacts have been identified for this proposal. 

Implementation, compliance and enforcement, and 
service standards

Implementation

The Regulations come into force on the date on which they 
are registered.

Compliance and enforcement

Compliance with the proposed Regulations will be mon-
itored and overseen by the Authority in cooperation with 
the Canadian Coast Guard Vessel Traffic Services, Trans-
port Canada Marine Safety and Security Offices, the BC 
Coast Pilots Ltd., and the agents representing vessels that 
transit the Authority’s waters. None of the proposed 
amendments require additional enforcement mechan-
isms nor do they require enhanced capacity on the part of 
the Authority. 

The consequences for non-compliance with the waiver 
conditions is revocation of a waiver of compulsory pilot-
age. Sections 47 and 48 of the Pilotage Act outline offences 
and punishments for non-compliance with the Act and 
any relevant regulatory regime, including the Pacific 
Pilotage Regulations.

Service standards

The Authority has a commitment to achieve a high stan-
dard of safety and efficiency by ensuring assignments are 
completed without incident or delay.

“blank audio recording medium” means

(a) a recording medium, regardless of its material form, 
onto which a sound recording may be reproduced, that 
is of a kind ordinarily used by individual consumers for 
that purpose and on which no sounds have ever been 
fixed, including recordable compact discs (CD-R, 
CD-RW, CD-R Audio, CD-RW Audio); and

(b) any medium prescribed by regulations pursuant to 
sections 79 and 87 of the Act; (« support audio vierge »)

“CPCC” means the Canadian Private Copying Collective; 
(« SCPCP »)

“importer” means a person who, for the purpose of trade, 
imports a blank audio recording medium in Canada; 
(« importateur »)

“manufacturer” means a person who, for the purpose of 
trade, manufactures a blank audio recording medium in 
Canada, and includes a person who assembles such a 
medium; (« fabricant »)

“semester” means from January to June or from July to 
December. (« semestre »)

SUBSTANTIVE PROVISIONS

Levy

3. (1) Subject to subsection (2), the levy rate shall be 29¢ 
for each CD-R, CD-RW, CD-R Audio or CD-RW Audio.

(b) 23.8 per cent to Re:Sound Music Licensing Com-

9. (1) Every manufacturer or importer shall keep and pre-
serve for a period of six years records from which CPCC 
can readily ascertain the amounts payable and the infor-
mation required under this tariff. These records shall be 
constituted of original source documents sufficient to 
determine all sources of supply of blank audio recording 
media, the number of media acquired or manufactured 
and the manner in which they were disposed of. They shall 
include, among other things, purchase, sale and inventory 
records, as well as financial statements when these are 
reasonably necessary to verify the accuracy and complete-
ness of the information provided to CPCC.

(2) CPCC may audit these records at any time on reason-
able notice and during normal business hours. It is entitled 
to conduct reasonable procedures and make reasonable 
inquiries with the person being audited and with others, 
to confirm the completeness and accuracy of the informa-
tion reported to CPCC.

(3) A notice sent by fax or by email shall be presumed to 
have been received on the day it is transmitted.

Ajustements

11. L’ajustement dans les sommes payables par un fabri-
cant ou un importateur (y compris le trop-perçu), qu’il 
résulte ou non de la découverte d’une erreur, s’effectue à 
la date à laquelle il doit acquitter son prochain versement. 

Intérêts sur paiements tardifs

12. Tout montant non reçu à son échéance porte intérêt à 
compter de la date à laquelle il aurait dû être acquitté 
jusqu’à la date où il est reçu. L’intérêt est calculé quoti-
diennement, à un taux de un pour cent au-dessus du taux 
officiel d’escompte en vigueur le dernier jour du mois pré-
cédent (tel qu’il est publié par la Banque du Canada). L’in-
térêt n’est pas composé.
